Sec. 113-5. Applicability. The township boar d may

exerci se the powers granted under this Article only after the

electors of the township, at an annual or special neeting,

aut hori ze the township board to do so.

The townshi p board may not exercise its powers under this

Article within the corporate limts of any nunicipality.

Sec. 113-10. Property nmi nt enance standards. For the

purposes of pronoting the public health, safety, norals,

confort, and general welfare; conserving the value of

property located in the townshi p; and | essening or preventing

t he del et eri ous or bli ghti ng effect of residential,

comercial, or industrial bui | di ngs, i nprovenents, or

properties that are detrinmental to the public health, safety,

nor al s, and wel fare because of t he di | api dati on,

deterioration, or depreciation of physical mai nt enance, the

t ownshi p board may:

(1) Adopt and enforce ordinances, rules, and

standards requlating the mnimum conditions for the

mai nt enance of exterior property, prem ses, and

structures of residential, comercial, and industrial
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bui I di ngs, inprovenents, and properti es.

(2) Adopt and enforce ordinances, rules, and

st andar ds requl ati ng t he m ni mum conditions f or

mai ntenance of the interior property, prenises, and

structures of residential, comercial, and industrial

bui | di ngs desi gned, i ntended, or used for hunan occupancy

or habitati on.

Sec. 113-15. Adoption of property nmintenance code. A

township may adopt by reference the provisions of any

property nmi ntenance code or a portion of any code, w thout

setting forth the provisions of the code in full, if at | east

3 copies of the code that is adopted by reference are filed

in the office of the township clerk and are available for

public use, inspection, and copying.

Any amendnent to the code nmay be adopted in the same

manner provided that the required nunber or anmended or

corrected copies are filed with the township clerk and are

avai l abl e for public use, inspection, and copying.

In this Section, "code" includes, but is not limted to,

any published conmpilation of rules and requl ati ons that have

been prepared by various technical, trade, or service

associ ati ons gover ni ng the mninmum conditions for the

mai nt enance of exterior property, prem ses, and structures or

the mninmum conditions for the maintenance of interior

property, premnises, and structures.

Sec. 113-20. Enf or cenent .

(a) Al ordinances, codes, standards, or requlations

adopted under this Article nust be enforced by an officer of

the townshi p desi gnated by the ordinance. That officer may

or der t he restraint, correction, or abatenent of any
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violation of the ordinances, <codes, or requlations. The

ordinance may qive the officer the power to make orders,

requi renents, decisions, and determnations regarding the

enforcenent of the ordi nances, codes, and regul ati ons.

(b) The ordinances, codes, and requlations nust be

applicable throughout the township (except for any part of

the township located within the <corporate limts of a

muni cipality) if the property nmintenance code, ordinance,

standard, or requlation are consistent with any nmai ntenance

code, ordinance, requlation, or standard adopted by the

county in which the township is located. This subsection

does not prohibit a township from enforcing a code,

ordi nance, regqul ation or standard that is nore stringent than

the county's codes, ordinances, requl ations, or standards.

Sec. 113-25. Violations.

(a) If a building, a structure, or property i s owned,

mai ntai ned, or used in violation of any ordi nance, code, or

requl ation adopted under this Article, the township nay

institute any appropriate action or proceeding to restrain,

prevent, correct, or abate the violation.

(b) The township board may adopt, by ordinance, any

fines or penalties that the board deens appropriate for the

violation of ordinances, codes, or reqgul ati ons adopted under

this Article. No fine or penalty, however, nay exceed $500.

A penalty inposed for a violation of an ordi nance, code, or

requl ation adopted under this Article may i ncl ude a

requi renent that the defendant perform sone reasonable public

service work such as, but not limted to, picking up litter

in a public park or along a public highway or maintaining

public facilities.

Section 10. The Counties Code is anended by changi ng
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Section 5-12017 as foll ows:

Sec. 5-12017. Violations. 1In case any building or
structure is erected, constructed, reconstructed, altered,
repai red, converted or maintained or any building, structure
or land is wused in violation of this Division or of any
ordi nance, resolution or other regul ation made under
authority conferred thereby, the proper authorities of the

county or of the township in which the building, structure,

or land is |ocated, or any person the value or use of whose

property is or may be affected by such violation, in addition
to other renedies, may institute any appropriate action or
proceedings in the <circuit <court to prevent such unl awf ul
erection, construction, reconstruction, alteration, repair,
conversion, nmaintenance or use, to restrain, correct, or
abate such violation, to prevent the occupancy of said
buil ding, structure or land or to prevent any illegal act,
conduct, business, or use in or about such prem ses.

Any person who violates the terns of any ordinance
adopted wunder the authority of this Division shall be guilty
of a petty offense punishable by a fine not to exceed $500,
w th each week the violation remains uncorrected constituting
a separate offense.
