(a) To establish a grant programfor |ocal tourism and
convention bureaus. The Depart nent Wil | devel op and
i npl ement a program for the use of funds, as authorized under
this Act, by local tourismand convention bureaus. For the

purposes of this Act, bureaus eligible to receive funds are

those local tourism and convention bureaus that are (i)

either units of local government or i ncor por ated as

not-for-profit organi zati ons; (ii) in legal existence for a

mni numof 2 vears before July 1, 2001: (iii) operating wth

a paid, full-tine staff whose sole purpose is to pronpte

tourismin the designated service area; and (iv) affiliated
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with one or nobre nunicipalities or counties that support the

bureau with | ocal hotel-notel taxes. After July 1, 2001,

bureaus requesting certification in order to receive funds

for the first tine nust be |ocal tourism and convention

bureaus that are (i) either wunits of |ocal government or

i ncorporated as not-for-profit organi zations; (ii) in |egal

existence for a mninum of 2 years before the request for

certification; (iii) operating with a paid, full-tine staff

(b) To distribute grants to |local tourismand convention
bureaus from appropriations made fromthe Local Tourism Fund
for that purpose. O the anpbunts appropriated annually to
the Departnent for expenditure under this Section, one-third
of those nonies shall be used for grants to convention and
tourismbureaus in cities with a population greater than
500, 000. The remai ni ng two-thirds of t he annual
appropriation shall be used for grants to convention and
tourism bureaus in the remainder of the State, in accordance
with a fornula based wupon the population served. The
Department may reserve up to 10% of the total appropriated to
conduct audits of grants, to provide incentive funds to those

bureaus that will conduct pronotional activities designed to
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further the Departnent’'s statew de advertising canpaign, to
fund special statew de pronotional activities, and to fund
pronmotional activities that support an increased use of the
State's parks or historic sites.

Sec. 2. Legi sl ative findings; policy. The GCeneral

Assenbly hereby finds, determ nes and decl ares:

(a) That the health, safety, norals and general welfare
of the people of the State are directly dependent upon the
conti nual encouragenent, devel opnent, growth and expansi on of
tourismw thin the State;

(b) That unenpl oynent, the spread of indigency, and the
heavy bur den of public assi st ance and unenpl oynent
conpensation can be alleviated by the pronotion, attraction,
stinmul ation, developnent and expansion of tourismin the
St at e;

(c) That the policy of the State of Illinois, in the
interest of pronoting the health, safety, norals and welfare

of all the people of the State, is to increase the econonic

inpact of tourism jeb--eppertunities throughout the State
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t hrough pronotional activities and by naking avail able grants

and | oans to be nade to | ocal pronotion groups and others, as

provided in Sections 5 and 8a of this Act, for preonptioenal

purposes of pronoting, developing, and expanding tourism

destinations, tourismattractions, and tourism events.

Sec. 3. Definitions. The followng words and terns,

whenever wused or referred to in this Act, shall have the
fol | ow ng neani ngs, except where the context may otherw se
require:

(a) "Departnment"” neans the Departnent of Comrerce and
Community Affairs of the State of Illinois.

(b) "Local pronotion group"” means any non- profit
corporation, organization, association, agency or conmttee
thereof formed for the primary purpose of publicizing,
pronoti ng, adverti sing or ot herw se encour agi ng t he
devel opnment of tourismin any nunicipality, county, or region
of I'llinois.

(c) "Pronotional activities" nmeans preparing, planning
and conducting canpaigns of information, advertising and
publicity through such medi a as newspapers, radi o,
tel evision, magazines, trade journals, noving and stil
phot ogr aphy, posters, outdoor signboards and personal contact
within and wthout the State of Illinois; dissem nation of
i nformation, advertising, publicity, photographs and other
literature and material designed to carry out the purpose of
this Act; and participation in and attendance at neetings and
conventions concerned primarily wth tourism i ncl udi ng
travel to and from such neetings.

(d) "Municipality" means "nmunicipality" as defined in
Section 1-1-2 of the Illinois Minicipal Code, as heretofore

and hereafter anended.
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(e) "Tourism neans travel 50 mles or nobre one-way oOr

an overnight trip outside of a person's nornal routine.

Sec. 4. Powers. The Departnent shall have the follow ng
power s:

areas of historic or scenic interest.

(b) To cooperate with civic groups and local, State and
f eder al departnents and agenci es, and agenci es and
departnments of other states in encouraging educat i onal
touri sm and devel opi ng prograns therefor.

(c) To publish tourist pronotional nmaterial such as
brochures and bookl ets.

(d) To pronote tourismin Illinois through all nedia,

exhibitions at fairs, travel shows, and simlar exhibitions.

(e) To establish and nmaintain travel offices at nmmjor
points of entry to the State.

(g) To assist nmunicipalities or local pronotion groups in
devel oping new tourist attractions including but not limted
to feasibility studi es and anal yses, research and
devel opnent, and managenent and marketing planning for such
new tourist attractions.

Appropriations of nonies deposited in the Tourism
Pronotion Fund pursuant to this subsection (2) shall be used
solely for advertising to pronote tourism including but not
limted to advertising production and direct advertisenent
costs, but shall not be used to enploy any additional staff,
finance any individual event, or |ease, rent or purchase any
physical facilities. The Departnment shall coordinate its
advertising under this subsection (2) with other public and
private entities in the State engaged in simlar pronotion
activities. Pri nt or electronic nedia production mde
pursuant to this subsection (2) for advertising pronotion
shall not contain or include the physical appearance of or
reference to the nanme or position of any public officer.
"Public officer" neans a person who is elected to office
pursuant to statute, or who is appointed to an office which
is established, and the qualifications and duties of which
are prescribed, by statute, to discharge a public duty for
the State or any of its political subdivisions.

use the funds allocated by the applicant for such purpose.

(1) The Departnent 1is authorized to nake grants and
| oans, subject to appropriations by the General Assenbly for
this purpose fromthe Tourism Pronotion Fund or the Tourism
Attraction Devel opnment WMatching Gant Fund, to counties,

muni ci palities, | ocal pronotion groups, not-for-profit

organi zations, or for-profit businesses for the devel opnent

or i npr ovenent of tourism attractions in Illinois.
I ndi vi dual These grants and | oans shall not exceed $1, 000, 000
and shall not exceed 50% of the entire anount of the actual
expenditures for the devel opnent or inprovenent of a tourist
attraction. Agreenents for |oans nmade by the Departnent
pursuant to this subsection may contain provisions regarding
term interest rate, security as nay be required by the
Department and any other provisions the Department may

require to protect the State's interest.

Act of 1984, establish and maintain an affirmative action
program designed to pronote equal enploynent opportunity and
elimnate the effects of past discrimnation. Such program
shall include a plan which shall specify goals and net hods
for increasing participation by wonmen and mnorities in
enpl oynent by parties which receive funds pursuant to this
Act. The Departnent shall submt a detailed plan wth the
CGeneral Assenbly prior to March 1 of each year.
