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AN ACT concerning State government.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Departnent of Comerce and Comrunity
Affairs Law of the Cvil Admnistrative Code of Illinois is

anended by changi ng Section 605-115 as foll ows:

Sec. 605-115. Transfer from State Housing Board and
Department of Business and Econom c Devel opnent. In addition
to the duties and the powers inposed el sewhere in the GCvil
Adm nistrative Code of Illinois, the Departnent has the
foll owi ng powers

(1) To exercise the rights, powers, and duties
vested by law in the State Housing Board under the
Housing Authorities Act.

(2) To exercise the rights, powers, and duties
vested by law in the State Housing Board under the
Housi ng Cooperation Law.

(3) To exercise the rights, powers, and duties
vested by law in the State Housing Board under the
Housi ng Devel opnent and Construction Act.

(4) To exercise the rights, powers, and duties
vested by law in the State Housing Board under the
Bl i ght ed Areas Redevel opnent Act of 1947.

(5 To exercise the rights, powers, and duties
vested by law in the State Housing Board under the
Bl i ght ed Vacant Areas Devel opnent Act of 1949.

(6) To exercise the rights, powers, and duties
vested by lawin the State Housing Board under the Urban
Communi ty Conservation Act.

(7) To exercise the rights, powers, and duties
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vested by lawin the State Housi ng Board under the Urban
Renewal Consolidation Act of 1961

(8 To exercise the rights, powers, and duties
vested by law in the State Housing Board under the
Redevel opnent Project Rehousing Act.

(9) To exercise the rights, powers, and duties
vested by lawin the State Housi ng Board under the State
Housi ng Act.

(10) To exercise the rights, powers, and duties
vested by law in the State Housing Board under the
II'li noi s Housi ng Devel opnent Act.

(11) To exercise the rights, powers, and duties
which had been vested by law in the Departnent of
Busi ness and Economic Devel opnent under Sections 46.7
(renunbered; now Section 605-200 of this Law, 20 ILCS
605/ 605- 200), 46.8 (repeal ed), 46.23 (repealed), and 47.1
(repealed) of the Cvil Admnistrative Code of Illinois,
previ ous to August 29, 1969.

(12) To exercise the rights, powers, and duties
whi ch have been vested by law in the State Housing Board
under Section 6b-3 of the State Finance Act.

The Departnment shall render assistance and advice to
and take action affecting |ocal governnents only upon request
of a | ocal governnent, except as otherwise provided by the
powers and duties transferred to the Departnent by this
Secti on.
