Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The General Not For Profit Corporation Act of

1986 i s anended by adding Section 114.15 as foll ows:

Sec. 114.15. Annual report:; health care facility. Each

not-for-profit corporation operating a health care facility

in this State shall file with the Secretary of State a report

not later than July 1 of each year containing the foll ow ng

i nf ormati on:

(1) The nanes, addresses, telephone nunbers, and

occupations of all officers, nenbers of the board of

directors, trustees, executive officers, and senior |evel

managenent personnel of the health care facility.

(2) The nanes, addresses, and tel ephone nunbers of

prof essional consultants enpl oyed by the health care

(3) A copy of audited incone statenents, bal ance

sheet s, and ot her fi nanci al statenents for the

corporation's past fiscal year

(4) The nanmes and nmiling addresses of all |icensed

health care facilities in which the not-for-profit

corporation maintains an ownership interest or operating

(5) A description of charity care and unconpensat ed

services provided during the past fiscal vyear by each

health <care facility, including an estinated val ue of

t hose services and how t hat val ue was cal cul at ed.

(6) A copy of the health care facility's Conmunity

Benefits Plan developed in accordance wth Section
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501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code and, in addition,

a list of services the health care facility plans to

provide in the next fiscal year to address community

health needs including: (a) free care; (b) services for

vul nerabl e popul ations; (c) health research, education,

and training; (d) services that address public health

needs; and (e) in-kind support and other services to the

comuni ty such as preferential hiring policies for

uni nsured and underinsured individuals residing in the
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
