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AN ACT concerning fiscal notes.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Fiscal Note Act is anended by changing

Sections 1, 2, and 7 as foll ows:

(25 ILCS 50/1) (from Ch. 63, par. 42.31)

Sec. 1. Every bill, except those bills making a direct
appropriation, (1) the purpose or effect of whichis (i) to
expend any State funds or to increase or decrease the
revenues of the State, either directly or indirectly, or (ii)
to require the expenditure of their own funds by, or to
i ncrease or decrease the revenues of, wunits of |ocal
governnment, school districts or community college districts,
or to revise the distribution of State funds anong units of
| ocal government, school districts, or comunity college

districts, weither directly or indirectly, or (2) that anends

the Mental Health and Devel opnental Disabilities Code or the

Devel opnent al Disability and Mental Disability Services Act

shal | have prepared for it prior to second reading in the
house of introduction a brief explanatory statenent or note

which, for a bill under item (1), shall include a reliable

estimte of t he anti ci pat ed change in State, |ocal
governnmental , school district, or comunity college district

expenditures or revenues under its provisions and, for a bil

under item (2), shall include a reliable estimate of the

fiscal inpact of its provisions upon conmunity agenci es. For

purposes of this Act, indirect revenues include, but are not
limted to, increased tax revenues or other i ncreased
revenues resulting fromeconom c devel opnent, job creation,
or cost reduction. The statenment or note shall also include

an explanation of the nethodology used to determne the
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estimated direct and indirect costs or estimated inpact on

community agenci es. Any notes for bills having a fiscal

i npact on units of local governnment, school districts or
community college districts shall include such cost estimtes
as may be required under the State Mandates Act.

If a bill authorizes capital expenditures or appropriates
funds for capital expenditures, a statenent shall be prepared
by the Bureau of the Budget specifying by year any principal
and interest paynents required to finance such capital
expendi t ur es.

These statenents or notes shall be known as "fisca
not es” .

(25 ILCS 50/2) (from Ch. 63, par. 42.32)

Sec. 2. The sponsor of each bill, referred to in Section
1, shall present a copy of the bill, with his request for a
fiscal note, to the board, conm ssion, departnment, agency, or
other entity of the State which is to receive or expend the
appropriation proposed or which is responsible for collection
of the revenue proposed to be increased or decreased, or to

be levied or provided for. The sponsor of a bill that anends

the Mental Health and Devel opnental Disabilities Code or the

Devel opnent al Disability and Mental Disability Services Act

shall present a copy of the bill, with his or her request for
a fiscal note, to the Departnent of Hunman Services. The
fiscal note shall be prepared by such board, comm ssion

departnent, agency, or other entity and furnished to the
sponsor of the bill wthin 5 cal endar days thereafter; except
that whenever, because of the conplexity of the neasure,
additional tinme is required for preparation of the fiscal
note, the board, conmm ssion, departnent, agency, or other
entity may so informthe sponsor of the bill and he my

approve an extension of the tinme within which the note is to
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be furnished, not to extend, however, beyond June 15,
follow ng the date of the request. \Wenever any neasure for
which a fiscal note is required affects nore than one State
board, conm ssion, departnent, agency, or other entity, the
board, comm ssion, departnent, agency, or other entity nost
affected by its provisions according to the sponsor shall be
responsible for preparation of the fiscal note. \Wenever any
measure for which a fiscal note is required does not affect a
speci fic board, comm ssion, departnent, agency or other such

entity, or does not anend the Mental Health and Devel opnent al

Disabilities Code or the Devel opnental Disability and Ment al

Disability Services Act, the sponsor of the nmeasure shall be

responsi ble for preparation of the fiscal note.

In the case of bills having a potential fiscal inpact on
units of | ocal governnent, the fiscal note shall be prepared
by the Departnment of Commerce and Conmunity Affairs. In the
case of bills having a potential fiscal inpact on school

districts, the fiscal note shall be prepared by the State

Superintendent of Education. |In the case of bills having a
potential fiscal inpact on conmunity college districts, the
fiscal note shall be prepared by the Illinois Conmunity

(25 ILCS 50/ 7) (from Ch. 63, par. 42.37)

Sec. 7. \enever any commttee of either house reports
any bill wth an anmendnent of such nat ure as wi | |
substantially affect the costs to or the revenues of the
State, wunits of |ocal governnent, school districts, or
comunity college districts, as stated in the fiscal note
attached to the neasure at the tine of its referral to the
commttee, there shall be included wth the report of the
commttee a statenent of the effect of the change proposed by

the anendnent reported if desired by a mgjority of the
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commttee. In |like manner, whenever any neasure i s anended on
the floor of either house in such manner as to substantially
affect the costs thereof or the revenues to be derived
t hereunder as stated in the fiscal note attached to the
measure prior to such anmendnent, a majority of such house may
propose that no action shall be taken upon the anmendnent
until the sponsor of the anmendnent presents to the nenbers a
statenent of the fiscal effect of his proposed anendnent.

VWhenever an anendnent to a bill, whether reported by a

committee of either house or proposed upon the floor of

ei ther house, anends the Mental Health and Devel opment al

Disabilities Code or the Devel opnental Disability and Ment al

Disability Services Act, no action shall be taken upon the

anmendnent until the sponsor of the anendnent presents to the

menbers a statenent prepared by the Departnent of Hunan

Services of the fiscal effect of his or her proposed

anmendnent upon community agenci es.
