Final notice of application for judgment

and sal e; repaynent agreenent.

(a) In addition to any other notice required to be sent

under this Code, not less than 10 days before the date of

application for judgnent and sale of delinquent properties,

the county collector shall mail, by certified nmail, return

receipt requested, a notice of the forthconi ng application

for judgnent and sale to the person shown by the current

collector's warrant book to be the party in whose nane the

taxes were | ast assessed and, if applicable, to the party

speci fi ed under Section 15-170. The notice shall include the

intended dates of application for judgnent and sale and of

commencenent of the sale, and a descri ption of t he

properti es. The county collector nust present proof of the

mailing to the court along wth the application f or

In addition, the notice shall include a statenent that

counselors are available to help honeowners devel op a

repaynent plan for the delinquent taxes. The notice nust

informthe taxpayer that it may be possible to repay the

delinquent taxes in installnments upon approval of the county

col |l ector.

(b) The county shall provide counselors to advise

deli nguent taxpayers concerning the provisions of this

Secti on. If the county coll ector approves a repaynent plan
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as provided in this Section, then no collection action

concerning the delinguent taxes nmay be taken until the

taxpayer is at least 90 days delinquent in nmaking a paynent

under the repaynent plan.

Before the court enters an order for judgnent and sal e,

the court must inquire as to whether a repaynent plan has

been entered into under this Section. If no repaynent pl an

has been entered into under this Section, the court may order

the collector to negotiate a repaynent plan with the taxpayer

rather than enter an order for judgment and sal e.

(c) The collector shall collect $10 fromthe proceeds of

each sale to cover the costs of certified mailing. If a

t axpayer pays the taxes on the property after the notice of

the forthcomi ng application for judgnent and sale is nmiled

but before the sale is nade, then the collector shall collect

$10 from the taxpayer to cover the costs of certified
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
