Sec. 11a-1. Devel oprent al di sability defined.)
"Devel opnental disability" mnmeans a disability which IS
attributable to: (a) nental retardation, cerebral palsy,
epil epsy or autism or to (b) any other condition which
results in inpairment simlar to that caused by nental
retardation and which requires services simlar to those
required by nentally retarded persons. The Sueh disability
must originate before the age of 18 years, be expected to
continue indefinitely, and constitute a substantial handi cap.
