"Section 5. The Illinois Vehicle Code is anmended by

changi ng Section 15-107 as foll ows:

(625 ILCS 5/15-107) (from Ch. 95 1/2, par. 15-107)

Sec. 15-107. Length of vehicles.

(a) The maximum length of a single vehicle on any
highway of this State may not exceed 42 feet except the
fol | ow ng:

(1) Semtrailers
(2) Charter or regulated route buses may be up to

45 feet in length, not including energy absorbing

bunpers.

(a-1) A notor home as defined in Section 1-145.01 may be

up to 45 feet in |ength, not including enerqy absorbing

bumpers. The length limtations described in this subsection

(a-1) shall be exclusive of energy-absorbing bunpers and rear

view mrrors.

(b) On all non-State highways, the maxi num | ength of
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vehicles in conbinations is as foll ows:
(1) A truck tractor in conbi nati on W th a
semtrailer may not exceed 55 feet overall dinension.
(2) A truck tractor-semtrailer-trailer may not
exceed 60 feet overall dinension.
(3) Conbinations specially designed to transport
nmot or vehicles or boats may not exceed 60 feet overal

di mensi on.

Vehi cl es operating during dayl i ght hour s when
transporting poles, pipes, machinery, or other objects of a
structural nature that <cannot readily be disnenbered are
exenpt from length limtations, provided that no object may
exceed 80 feet in length and the overall dinension of the
vehicle including the 1load may not exceed 100 feet. This
exenption does not apply to operation on a Saturday, Sunday,
or legal holiday. Legal holidays referred to in this Section
are the days on which the followi ng traditional holidays are
cel ebrated: New Year's Day; Menorial Day; |ndependence Day;
Labor Day; Thanksgiving Day; and Christnas Day.

Vehicles and | oads operated by a public utility while en
route to nmake energency repairs to public service facilities
or properties are exenpt fromlength [imtations, provided
that during night operations every vehicle and its | oad nust
be equi pped with a sufficient nunber of clearance |anps on
both sides and marker lanps on the extrene ends of any
projecting load to clearly mark the di nensions of the | oad.

A tow truck in conbination with a disabled vehicle or
conbi nation of disabled vehicles, as provided in paragraph
(6) of subsection (c) of this Section, is exenpt from |ength
[imtations.

All  other conbinations not listed in this subsection (b)
may not exceed 60 feet overall dinension.

(c) Conbinations of vehicles may not exceed a total of 2

vehi cl es except the foll ow ng:
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(1) A truck tractor semtrailer may draw one
trailer.

(2) A truck tractor semtrailer my draw one
converter dolly.

(3) A truck tractor semtrailer nmay draw one
vehicle that is defined in Chapter 1 as special nobile
equi pnent, provided the overall dinension does not exceed
60 feet.

(4) Atruck intransit may draw 3 trucks in transit
coupl ed together by the triple saddl enount net hod.

(5) Recreational vehicles consisting of 3 vehicles,
provi ded the foll ow ng:

(A) The total overall dinension does not
exceed 60 feet.

(B) The t ow ng vehi cl e IS a properly
regi stered vehicle capable of tow ng anot her vehicle
using a fifth-wheel type assenbly.

(© The second vehicle in the conbination of
vehicles is a recreational vehicle that is towed by
a fifth-wheel assenbly. This vehicle nust be
properly registered and mnust be equipped W th
brakes, regardl ess of weight.

(D) The third vehicle nmust be the |ightest of
the 3 vehicles and be a trailer or semtrailer
desi gned or used for transporting a boat,
all-terrain vehi cl e, per sonal wat ercraft, or
not or cycl e.

(E) The towed vehicles may be only for the use
of the operator of the tow ng vehicle.

(F) Al vehicles nust be properly equipped
with operating brakes and safety equi pnent required
by this Code, except t he addi ti onal br ake

requirenment in subdivision (C) of this subparagraph

(5).
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(6) Atowtruck in conbination with a disabled
vehi cl e or conbination of disabled vehicles, provided the
tow ng vehicle:

(A) Is specifically designed as a tow truck
having a gross vehicle weight rating of at |east
18, 000 pounds and equi pped with air brakes, provided
that air brakes are required only if the tow ng
vehicle is towing a vehicle, semtrailer, or
tractor-trailer conbination that 1is equipped with
air brakes. For the purpose of this subsection,
gross vehicle weight rating, or GWR neans the
val ue specified by the manufacturer as the | oaded
wei ght of the tow truck

(B) Is equipped wth flashing, rotating, or
oscillating anmber lights, visible for at least 500
feet in all directions.

(C© Is capable of utilizing the Iighting and
braki ng systens of t he di sabl ed vehi cl e or
conbi nation of vehicles.

(D) Does not engage a tow exceedi ng 50 hi ghway
mles fromthe initial point of weck or disabl enment
to a place of repair. Any additional novenent of the
vehi cl es may occur only upon I ssuance of
aut hori zation for that novenent under the provisions
of Sections 15-301 through 15-319 of this Code.

The Departnment may by rule or regulation prescribe
additional requirenents regarding length [imtations for a
tow truck tow ng anot her vehicle.

For purposes of this Section, a towdolly that nerely
serves as substitute wheels for another legally |icensed
vehicle is considered part of the licensed vehicle and not a
separate vehicle.

(d) On dass | highways there are no overall length

limtations on notor vehicles operating in conbinations
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provi ded:

(1) The length of a semtrailer, wunladen or wth
load, 1in conmbination with a truck tractor may not exceed
53 feet.

(2) The distance between the kingpin and the center
of the rear axle of a semtrailer |longer than 48 feet, in
conbination with a truck tractor, may not exceed 45 feet
6 i nches.

(3) The length of a semtrailer or trailer, unladen
or W th | oad, oper at ed in a truck
tractor-semtrailer-trailer conbination, may not exceed
28 feet 6 inches.

(4) Maxi-cube conbinations, as defined in Chapter
1, may not exceed 65 feet overall dinension.

(5) Conbinations of vehicles specifically designed
to transport notor vehicles or boats may not exceed 65
f eet overal | di mensi on. The length limtation 1is
i nclusive of front and rear bunpers but exclusive of the
overhang of the transported vehicles, as provided in
paragraph (i) of this Section.

(6) Stinger steered semtrailer vehicles as defined
in Chapter 1, specifically designed to transport notor
vehicles or boats, my not exceed 75 feet overal
dimension. The length I|imtation is inclusive of front
and rear bunpers but exclusive of the overhang of the
transported vehicles, as provided in paragraph (i) of
this Section.

(7) A truck in transit transporting 3 trucks
coupl ed together by the triple saddl enbunt nethod may not
exceed 75 feet overall dinension.

Vehi cl es operating during dayl i ght hour s when

transporting pol es, pipes, nmachinery, or other objects of a
structural nature that cannot readily be disnenbered are

exenpt fromlength limtations, provided that no object may
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exceed 80 feet in Ilength and the overall dinmension of the
vehicle including the | oad may not exceed 100 feet. Thi s
exenption does not apply to operation on a Saturday, Sunday,
or legal holiday. Legal holidays referred to in this Section
are the days on which the follow ng traditional holidays are
cel ebrated: New Year's Day; Menorial Day; |ndependence Day;
Labor Day; Thanksgiving Day; and Christnas Day.

Vehi cl es and | oads operated by a public utility while en
route to make energency repairs to public service facilities
or properties are exenpt from length Ilimtations, provided
that during night operations every vehicle and its | oad nust
be equi pped with a sufficient nunber of clearance |anps on
both sides and marker lanps on the extrene ends of any
projecting load to clearly mark the di nensions of the | oad.

A tow truck in conbination with a disabled vehicle or
conbi nation of disabled vehicles, as provided in paragraph
(6) of subsection (c) of this Section, is exenpt from |ength
[imtations.

The Ilength Ilimtations described in this paragraph (d)
shal | be exclusive of safety and energy conservati on devices,
such as bunpers, refrigeration units or air conpressors and
ot her devices, that the Departnent may interpret as necessary
for safe and efficient operation; except that no device
excl uded under this paragraph shall have by its design or use
the capability to carry cargo.

Section 5-35 of the Illinois Adm nistrative Procedure Act
relating to procedures for rul emaking shall not apply to the
desi gnation of highways under this paragraph (d).

(e) On dass Il highways there are no overall |ength
limtations on notor vehicles operating in conbinations,
provi ded:

(1) The length of a semtrailer, unladen or with
|l oad, in conmbination with a truck tractor, may not exceed

53 feet overall di mension.
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(2) The distance between the kingpin and the center
of the rear axle of a semtrailer |longer than 48 feet, in
conbination with a truck tractor, may not exceed 45 feet
6 i nches.

(3) Atruck tractor-semtrailer-trailer conbination
may not exceed 65 feet overall dinension.

(4) The length of a semtrailer or trailer, unladen
or W th | oad, oper at ed in a truck
tractor-semtrailer-trailer conbination, may not exceed
28 feet 6 inches.

(5) Maxi-cube conbinations, as defined in Chapter
1, may not exceed 65 feet overall dinension.

(6) A conbination of vehi cl es, specifically
designed to transport notor vehicles or boats, may not
exceed 65 feet overall dinension. The length I|imtation
is inclusive of front and rear bunpers but exclusive of
t he overhang of the transported vehicles, as provided in
paragraph (i) of this Section.

(7) Stinger steered semtrailer vehicles, as
defined in Chapter 1, specifically designed to transport
motor vehicles or boats, may not exceed 75 feet overal
di mrension. The length limtation is inclusive of front
and rear bunpers but exclusive of the overhang of the
transported vehicles, as provided in paragraph (i) of
this Section.

(8 A truck in transit transporting 3 trucks
coupl ed together by the triple saddl enbunt nethod may not
exceed 75 feet overall dinension.

Vehi cl es operating during dayl i ght hour s when
transporting poles, pipes, machinery, or other objects of a
structural nature that cannot readily be disnmenbered are
exenpt from length limtations, provided that no object may
exceed 80 feet in length and the overall dinension of the

vehicle including the load may not exceed 100 feet. This
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exenption does not apply to operation on a Saturday, Sunday,
or legal holiday. Legal holidays referred to in this Section
are the days on which the following traditional holidays are
cel ebrated: New Year's Day; Menorial Day; |ndependence Day;
Labor Day; Thanksgi ving Day; and Christnas Day.

Vehicles and | oads operated by a public utility while en
route to nmake energency repairs to public service facilities
or properties are exenpt fromlength [imtations, provided
that during night operations every vehicle and its |oad nust
be equipped wth a sufficient nunber of clearance | anps on
both sides and marker |anps on the extreme ends of any
projecting load to clearly mark the di nensions of the | oad.

A tow truck in conbination with a disabled vehicle or
conbi nati on of disabled vehicles, as provided in paragraph
(6) of subsection (c) of this Section, is exenpt fromlength
[imtations.

Local authorities and road district commssioners, wth
respect to streets and hi ghways under their jurisdiction, may
also by ordinance or resolution allow length limtations of
this subsection (e).

The length limtations described in this paragraph (e)
shal | be exclusive of safety and energy conservati on devices,
such as bunpers, refrigeration units or air conpressors and
ot her devices, that the Departnent may interpret as necessary
for safe and efficient operation; except that no device
excl uded under this paragraph shall have by its design or use
the capability to carry cargo.

(e-1) Conbinations of vehicles not exceeding 65 feet
overall length are allowed access as foll ows:

(1) Fromany State designated highway onto any
county, township, or rmunicipal highway for a distance of

5 highway mles for the purpose of |oading and unl oadi ng,

provi ded:

(A) The vehicle does not exceed 73,280 pounds
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in gross weight and 8 feet 6 inches in w dth.

(B) There is no sign prohibiting that access.
(© The route IS not being used as a

t horoughfare between State designated hi ghways.

(2) Fromany State designated highway onto any
county or township highway for a distance of 5 highway
mles or onto any nunicipal highway for a distance of one
hi ghway mle for the purpose of food, fuel, repairs, and
rest, provided:

(A) The vehicle does not exceed 73,280 pounds
in gross weight and 8 feet 6 inches in w dth.

(B) There is no sign prohibiting that access.

(C© The route is not Dbeing used as a

t horoughf are between State designated hi ghways.

(e-2) Except as provi ded in subsecti on (e-3),
conbi nati ons of vehicles over 65 feet in length, wth no
overall length limtation except as provided in subsections
(d) and (e) of this Section, are allowed access as foll ows:

(1) Froma Cdass | highway onto any street or
highway for a distance of one highway mle for the
pur pose of |oading, unloading, food, fuel, repairs, and
rest, provided there is no sign prohibiting that access.

(2) From a Cdass | or Cass Il highway onto any
State highway or any locally designated highway for a
distance of 5 highway mles for the purpose of | oading,
unl oadi ng, food, fuel, repairs, and rest.

(e-3) Conbinations of vehicles over 65 feet in length
operated by househol d goods carriers, with no overall |ength
limtations except as provided in subsections (d) and (e) of
this Section, have unlimted access to points of |oading and
unl oadi ng.

Section 5-35 of the Illinois Adm nistrative Procedure Act
relating to procedures for rul emaking shall not apply to the

desi gnation of highways under this paragraph (e).
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(f) On Cl ass 1] and other non-designated State

hi ghways, the length limtations for vehicles in conbination

are as foll ows:

(1) Truck tractor-semtrailer conbinations, mnust
conply with either a maxinum55 feet overall wheel base
or a maxi mum 65 feet extrene overall dinension.

(2) Semtrailers, unladen or with Iload, may not
exceed 53 feet overall dinension.

(3) No truck tractor-semtrailer-trailer
conbi nati on may exceed 60 feet extrene overall dinension.

(4) The distance between the kingpin and the center
axle of a semtrailer longer than 48 feet, in conbination
with a truck tractor, may not exceed 42 feet 6 inches.

(g) Length limtations in the preceding subsections of

this Section 15-107 do not apply to the follow ng:

(1) Vehicles operated in the daytinme, except on
Sat urdays, Sundays, or |egal holidays, when transporting
pol es, pipe, machinery, or other objects of a structural
nature that cannot readily be di snmenbered, provided the
overall length of vehicle and |oad my not exceed 100
feet and no object exceeding 80 feet in length nay be
transported unl ess a permt has been obtained as
aut hori zed in Section 15-301.

(2) Vehicles and | oads operated by a public utility
while en route to nmake energency repairs to public
service facilities or properties, but during night
operation every vehicle and its load nust be equipped
with a sufficient nunber of clearance | anps on both sides
and marker |anps upon the extrene ends of any projecting
load to clearly mark the di nensions of the | oad.

(3) Atowtruck in conbination with a disabled
vehi cl e or conbi nation of disabled vehicles, provided the
towi ng vehicle neets the follow ng conditions:

(A It is specifically designed as a tow truck
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having a gross vehicle weight rating of at |east
18, 000 pounds and equi pped with air brakes, provided
that air brakes are required only if the tow ng
vehi cl e IS towng a vehicle, semtrailer, or
tractor-trailer conbination that 1is equipped wth
air brakes.

(B) It is equipped with flashing, rotating, or
oscillating anber Ilights, visible for at |east 500
feet in all directions.

(© It is capable of wutilizing the lighting
and braking systens of the disabled vehicle or
conbi nati on of vehicles.

(D) It does not engage in a tow exceeding 50
mles from the initial poi nt of weck or
di sabl enent .

The Departnent nmay by rule or regulation prescribe
additional requirenments regarding length Ilimtations for a
tow truck tow ng anot her vehicle.

For the purpose of this subsection, gross vehicle weight
rating, or GWWRR, shall nean the value specified by the
manufacturer as the |oaded weight of the tow truck. Legal
holidays referred to in this Section shall be specified as
the day on which the followng traditional holidays are
cel ebr at ed:

New Year's Day;

Menori al Day;

| ndependence Day;

Labor Day;

Thanksgi vi ng Day; and

Chri stmas Day.

(h) The | oad upon any vehicle operated alone, or the
| oad wupon the front vehicle of a conmbination of vehicles,
shal |l not extend nore than 3 feet beyond the front wheels of

the vehicle or the front bunper of the vehicle if it is
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equipped with a front bunper. The provisions of this
subsection (h) shall not apply to any vehicle or conbination
of vehicles specifically designed for the collection and
transportation of waste, garbage, or recyclable materials
during the vehicle's operation in the course of collecting
garbage, waste, or recyclable nmaterials if the vehicle is
traveling at a speed not in excess of 15 mles per hour
during the vehicle's operation and in the course of
col l ecting garbage, waste, or recyclable materials. However,
in no instance shall the |oad extend nore than 7 feet beyond
the front wheels of the vehicle or the front bunper of the
vehicle if it is equipped with a front bunper.

(1) The | oad upon the front vehicle of a conbination of
vehicles specifically designed to transport notor vehicles
shal |l not extend nore than 3 feet beyond the forenbst part of
the transporting vehicle and the 1load upon t he rear
transporting vehicle shall not extend nore than 4 feet beyond
the rear of the bed or body of the vehicle. This paragraph
shall only be applicable upon highways desi gnat ed in
paragraphs (d) and (e) of this Section.

(j) Articulated vehi cl es conprised of 2 sections,
nei t her of which exceeds a length of 42 feet, designed for
the carrying of nore than 10 persons, nmay be up to 60 feet in
| ength, not including energy absorbing bunpers, provided that
t he vehicles are:

1. operated by or for any public body or notor
carrier aut hori zed by law to provi de public
transportation services; or

2. operated in local public transportation service
by any other person and the nmunicipality in which the
service is to be provided approved the operation of the
vehi cl e.

(k) Any person who is convicted of wviolating this
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(b) of Section 15-113.
