Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The 1llinois Egg and Egg Products Act is

anended by changi ng Sections 6 and 10 as foll ows:

Sec. 6. Candling; |abeling; sales by producers; retail
sales; tenperature requirenments. All eggs sold at retail or
purchased by institutional consunmers mnust be candled for
quality and graded for size.

A producer may sell on his own prem ses where eggs are
produced, direct to household consuners, for the consuner's
personal use and that consuner's non-paying guests, nest run
eggs e€lassifted--as--echeeks--and-dirties without candling or
gradi ng those eggs.

All  eggs designated for sale at retail or for
institutional wuse nust be candled and graded and held in a
pl ace or roomin which the tenperature my not exceed 45
degrees Fahrenheit after processing. Nest run eggs shall be
hel d at 60 degrees Fahrenheit or less at all tinmes. During
transportation, the egg tenperature may not exceed 45 degrees
Fahr enhei t .

Hat cheri es buyi ng eggs for hatching purposes from
producers under contract may sell their surplus eggs to a
|icensed packer or handler provided that the hatchery shal
keep records which indicate the nunber of cases sold, the

date of sale and the nane and address of the packer or
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handl er maki ng the purchase.
Al'l eggs candl ed or candl ed and graded outside the State
must neet Federal standards before they can be sold or

offered for sale in the State. No eggs may be offered for

sale for consuner use after the 30th day follow ng the

Each container of eggs offered for sale or sold at

after the candling paeking date for grade A eggs and not

The grade and size of eggs nust be conspicuously marked
in bold face type on all consuner-size containers.

The size and height of lettering or nunbering requirenent
shall be set by regulation and shall conform as near as
possible to those required by Federal |aw

Al advertising of shell eggs for sale at retail for a
stated price shall contain the grade and size of the eggs.
The information contained in such advertising shall not be
m sl eadi ng or deceptive. In cases of food-borne disease
outbreaks in which eggs are identified as the source of the
di sease, all eggs from the flocks from which t hose
di sease-causi ng eggs cane shall be identified with a producer

identification or flock code nunber to control the novenent
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of those eggs.

Sec. 10. Inspection fee. The D rector shall set, by
regul ation, a per case inspection fee which shall cover the
adm ni strative and inspection costs of the program required
by the Act. 1In no case shall the rate exceed 6¢ per each 30
dozen eggs or fraction thereof.

The i nspection fee as set shall be inposed upon eggs
bearing a designated size and grade sold or offered for sale

inlllinois. The first handler in 1llinois who packs and

sells the eggs nust pay the prescribed inspection fee on

those eggs. If eqgs are shipped into Illinois, the handler

who invoiced the eggs to Illinois nust pay the fee. The-fee

shal | - be- pat d- by-t he- handl er - at - t he- - pot nt - - of - - eandl t ng- - and
gradt ng- Wien the handler sells the eggs, the inspection fee
shall be charged in addition to the sale price of the eggs
and shall be remtted to the seller by the purchaser. Each
sal es invoice shall indicate the anount of inspection fee for
t he transacti on. Eggs sol d and shipped out of the State of
I[I'linois by 1llinois packers are exenpt fromthe inspection
f ee.

The i nspection fee shall be paid only once on the sane
quantity of eggs so long as those eggs nmaintain their
identity by remaining in their original case, <carton or
package. Al | i nspection fees shall be paid into the
"Agricultural Master Fund" to the credit of a special account
designated as the "Auxiliary Egg Inspection Fund". Al
anounts credited to the "Auxiliary Egg | nspection Fund" shal
be wused for the enforcenment of the provisions of this Act.
The method and nanner of <collecting the inspection fee
| evied, whether it be by the use of stanps, nonthly reporting

and collecting from dealers or any other nmethod shall be
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prescribed by the Director of Agriculture, pursuant to rules
and regul ations adopted for this purpose as authorized under
the provisions of this Act.
