AN ACT to anend the Firearm Owmers ldentification Card

by changing Sections 1.1, 3.1, 4, 5, and 14 and adding

Section 9.1.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Firearm Owmers ldentification Card Act is

anended by changing Sections 1.1, 3.1, 4, 5 and 14 and

addi

acti

excl

ng Section 9.1 as foll ows:

(430 ILCS 65/1.1) (fromCh. 38, par. 83-1.1)

Sec. 1.1. For purposes of this Act:

"Firearnt neans any device, by whatever nanme known, which
designed to expel a projectile or projectiles by the
on of an expl osi on, expansion of gas or escape of gas;
udi ng, however:

(1) any pneumatic gun, spring gun, paint ball gun
or B-B gun which either expels a single gl obul ar
projectile not exceeding .18 inch in dianmeter and which
has a maxi mum nuzzl e velocity of less than 700 feet per
second or breakable paint balls containing washable
mar ki ng col ors;

(2) any device wused exclusively for signalling or
safety and required or recommended by the United States
Coast Cuard or the Interstate Commerce Conmm ssion

(3) any device wused exclusively for the firing of
stud cartridges, explosive rivets or simlar industrial
ammuni ti on; and

(4) an antique firearm (other than a machi ne-gun)
whi ch, al though desi gned as a weapon, the Departnment of
State Police finds by reason of the date of its
manuf acture, val ue, design, and other characteristics is

primarily a collector's itemand is not |likely to be used
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as a weapon.

"Firearm ammunition" neans any self-contained cartridge
or shotgun shell, by whatever nanme known, which is designed
to be used or adaptable to wuse in a firearm excluding,
however :

(1) any ammunition exclusively designed for use
with a device used exclusively for signalling or safety
and required or recommended by the United States Coast
GQuard or the Interstate Commerce Conmm ssion; and

(2) any amunition designed exclusively for use
with a stud or rivet driver or other simlar industrial
ammuni ti on.

"@un show' neans any event at which firearns are

exhibited or offered for sale, transferred, or exchanged by 2

or nore persons, reqardl ess of whether other itens are also

offered for sale, transfer, or exchange.

"@Qun_ show pronoter/organizer" neans one or nore persons

who perform one or nore of the follow ng activities:

scheduling, organizing, overseeinq, arranging, pronoting, or

supervi sing a gun show as defined in this Section.

"@n show vendor" neans a person, other than a federally

licensed firearns dealer, who exhibits any firearmat a gun

show, or who offers to sell, transfer, or exchange any

firearm at a qun show, or who sells, transfers, or exchanges

any firearmat a qun show.

Sec. 3.1. Firearmtransfer inquiry system bral-up-system

The Departnent of State Police shall provide a firearm

transfer inquiry dial-up-telephone systemutilizing available

technology which shall be wused, in the formand nanner

prescribed by the Director of State Police, by any federally

licensed firearm dealer who is to transfer a firearm under
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the provisions of this Act or by a pronoter/organizer of a

gun show at which a firearmis to be sold, transferred, or

exchanged. The Departnent of State Police shall charge

utittze-existing-technol ogy-whi eh-allows--the--caller--to--be

charged a fee for each inquiry to be set by the D rector of

State Police not to exceed actual program operating costs

equt valent--to--the-cost-of-providing-this-serviece-but-net-te
exeeed-$2. Fees collected by the Departnent of State Police
shal |l be deposited in the State Police Services Fund and used
to provide the service.

Upon receiving a request for a background inquiry froma

federally i censed firearm dealer or a__ gun show

pronoter/organi zer, the Departnent of State Police shal

i mredi ately approve, or within the tinme period established by
Section 24-3 of the Cimnal Code of 1961 regarding the

delivery of firearms, notify the inquiring dealer or gun show

pronot er/ organi zer of any objection that would disqualify the

transferee from acquiring or possessing a firearm I n
conducting the inquiry, the Departnment of State Police shal
initiate and conplete an automated search of its crimnal
history record information files and those of the Federal
Bureau of Investigation, including the National |nstant
Cri m nal Background Check System and of the files of the
Department of Human Services relating to nental health and
devel opnmental disabilities to obtain any felony conviction or
patient hospitalization information which would disqualify a
person from obtaining or require revocation of a currently
valid Firearm Owmer's Identification Card.

The Departnent of State Police nust act as the 1Illinois
Poi nt of Contact for the National Instant Crim nal Background
Check System

The Departnent of State Police shall pronulgate rules to
i npl enment this system

Sec. 4. (a) Each applicant for a Firearm Omer's
| dentification Card nust:

(1) Make application in the form and nanner

prescribed by the Director of en-blank-feorns-prepared-and

fur ni shed- at - eonveni ent - | ocat t ons- t hr oughout - t he- St at e- by
t he- Departnrent-of State Police; and

(2) Submt evidence under penalty of perjury to the
Departnent of State Police that:

(1) He or she is 21 years of age or over, or
if he or she is under 21 years of age that he or she
has the witten consent of his or her parent or
| egal guardian to possess and acquire firearns and
firearmamunition and that he or she has never been
convicted of a msdenmeanor other than a traffic
of fense or adjudged delinquent, provided, however,
that such parent or legal guardian is not an
i ndi vidual prohibited fromhaving a Firearm Omer's
| dentification Card and files an affidavit with the
Department as prescribed by the Departnent stating
that he or she is not an individual prohibited from
having a Card,;

(1i) He or she has not been convicted of a
felony wunder the laws of this or any ot her
jurisdiction;

(ti1) He or she is not addicted to narcotics;

(tv) He or she has not been a patient in a
mental institution within the past 5 years;

(v) He or she is not nentally retarded,

(vi) He or she is not an alien who IS
unlawfully present in the United States under the
| aws of the United States;

(vii) He or she is not subject to an existing

order of protection prohibiting him or her from
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possessing a firearm
(viii) He or she has not been convicted within
the past 5 years of battery, assault, aggravated

assault, wviolation of an order of protection, or a

substantially simlar of f ense in anot her
jurisdiction, in which a firearm was used or
possessed;

(ix) He or she has not been convicted of
donmestic battery or a substantially simlar offense
in another jurisdiction conmtted on or after the
effective date of this anmendatory Act of 1997; and

(x) He or she has not been convicted wthin
t he past 5 years of donestic battery or a
substantially simlar of f ense in anot her
jurisdiction commtted before the effective date of
this amendatory Act of 1997; and
(3) Upon request by the Departnent of State Police,

sign a release on a formprescribed by the Departnment of
State Police waiving any right to confidentiality and
requesting the disclosure to the Departnent of State
Police of limted nental health institution adm ssion
information fromanother state, the District of Colunbia,
any other territory of the United States, or a foreign
nation concerning the applicant for the sole purpose of
determning whether the applicant is or was a patient in
a nental health institution and disqualified because of
t hat st at us from receiving a Firearm Omer's
Identification Card. No nental health care or treatnent
records may be requested. The information received shal
be destroyed within one year of receipt.

(a-5) For the purposes of accurate identification, the

applicant shall be required to make an i n-person application

at a participating | aw enforcenent agency, State facility, or

other | ocation as designhated by the Director of State Police.
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The applicant shall produce docunentation of his or her

identity in the form and nanner prescribed by the Director.

(b) Each application formshall include the follow ng
statenent printed in bold type: "Warning: Fal se statenents
of the applicant shall result in prosecution for perjury in
accordance with Section 32-2 of the Crimnal Code of 1961."

(c) Upon such witten consent, pursuant to Section 4,
paragraph (a) (2) (i), the parent or legal guardian giving
the consent shall be liable for any damages resulting from
the applicant's use of firearns or firearm anmmunition.

Sec. 5. The Departnent of State Police shall either
approve or deny all applications within 30 days fromthe date
they are received, and every applicant found qualified
pursuant to Section 8 of this Act by the Departnment shall be
entitled to a FirearmOwner's ldentification Card upon the

paynent of a $5 fee to be set by the Director of State Police

not to exceed actual program operating costs. $3 of each fee

derived from the issuance of Firearm Owmer's Identification
Cards, or renewals thereof, shall be deposited in the
Wldlife and Fish Fund in the State Treasury; $1 of such fee
shall be deposited in the General Revenue Fund in the State

Treasury; and the renminder $1 of such fee shall be deposited

in the Firearm Ower's Notification Fund. Monies in the
Firearm Owmer's Notification Fund shall be used exelustvely
to pay for the cost of sending notices of expiration of
Firearm Omer's Identification Cards under Section 13.2 of
this Act and -:--Exeess--npntes--tA--the--Firearm--Onerts
Nettfteatton--Fund--shall--be--used to ensure the pronpt and
efficient processing of applications received under Section 4

of this Act.

Sec. 9.1. Surrender of revoked cards. Upon receiVving

notification that his or her Firearm Owmer's |ldentification

Card has been revoked, the <card holder shall i medi ately

surrender his or her card to the nearest | aw enforcenent

facility or forward the card by reqgistered US. nail to the
Departnment of State Police. Attenpted use of a revoked
Firearm Omer's ldentification Card shall be considered a

violation of this Section.

Sec. 14. Sentence.

(a) A violation of paragraph (1) of subsection (a) of
Section 2, when the person's Firearm Omer's Identification
Card is expired but the person is not otherw se disqualified
fromrenew ng the card, is a Cass A m sdeneanor

(b) Except as provided in subsection (a) with respect to
an expired card, a violation of paragraph (1) of subsection
(a) of Section 2 1is a Cass A msdeneanor when the person
does not possess a currently valid Firearm Owner's
|dentification Card, but is otherw se eligible under this
Act. A second or subsequent violation is a Cass 4 fel ony.

(c) A wviolation of paragraph (1) of subsection (a) of
Section 2 is a Cass 3 felony when:

(1) the person's Firearm Omer's ldentification

Card is revoked or subject to revocation under Section 8;

or

(2) the person's Firearm Omer's ldentification
Card is expired and not otherw se eligible for renewal
under this Act; or

(3) the person does not possess a currently wvalid

Firearm Omer's Ildentification Card, and the person is
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not otherw se eligible under this Act.
(d) A violation of subsection (a) of Section 3 is a
Class 4 felony.

(d-5) A second or subsequent violation of subsection (b)

of Section 3 is a Class 4 felony.

(d-10) A violation of Section 9.1 is a Class 4 felony.

(e) Any other wviolation of this Act is a Cdass A
m sdeneanor .
