Gants nust be nmade to applicants that currently have

br oad- based community networks serving nultiple communities

in need, and that wll provide community inprovenent,
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communi ty nappi ng, technol ogy skill devel opnent, technol ogy

staff and vol unteer devel opnent, educati onal content, health

and public safety or other network support. The total anobunt

of grants awarded in fiscal vyear 2002 my not exceed

$1,500,000. An applicant for a grant under this subsection

may also apply for a grant under the Community Technol ogy

Center Grant Program

(1) Ontaining technology workplace literacy skills

and other technoloqy job readiness skills identified by

an individual enployer or by an industrial sector, and

obtaining initial enploynent.

(2) Devel opi ng technol oqgy job and career nmnagenent

skills, as denonstrated by enpl oyer-endorsed credentials

and portfolios of proven work experience, and obt ai ni ng

and retaining stable enpl oynent.

(3) Advanci ng in enploynment through certified

technol ogy skills, necessary work experience, and career

managenent skills that neet the needs of enpl oyers.

Eligible applicants for connunity-based technol ogy job

training grants i ncl ude communi t y- based organi zati ons,

community technoloqy centers, and comunity coll eges that

primarily serve |lowincone persons and that facilitate
