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AN ACT concerning industrial henp.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The University of Illinois Act is anended by

addi ng Section 25 as foll ows:

(110 I'LCS 305/ 25 new)
Sec. 25. | ndustrial henp study.

(a) In this Section, "industrial henp" neans any variety

of Cannabis sativa L. wth a delta-9 tetrahydrocannabi nol

concentration that does not exceed 0.3% on a dry weight

basis, that neets the standards set forth by Health Canada as

of July 1, 1999, and that is grown in conpliance with federal

and State permt conditions.

(b) The University of Illinois is authorized to study

the feasibility and desirability of i ndustri al hemp

production in this State. This authority expires on January

1, 2006 and is subject to renewal. Any study shall include an

analysis of required soils and qgrowing conditions, seed

avai lability and varieties, including in-the-ground seed

variety trials, harvest nethods, market econonies, and

environnental benefits. Research will include finding high

pr oduci nq, high quality varieties with a zero |l evel of THC.

In addition, concurrent research conducted by West ern

Illinois University shall address the potential inpact of

commercial production of industrial henp on |aw enforcenent,

including, but not Jlimted to, the inpact on the State's
crine | aboratory system The University of Illinois shal
obtain all federal and State pernits needed to leqgally grow

i ndustri al hemp for fiber or seed production prior to

i mporting any non-sterilized industrial henp seeds capabl e of

germnation into the State. Al research conducted by the
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University of Illinois and by Wstern Illinois University

under this Section is subject to the availability of funding,

which will be sought by both institutions from federal,

private, corporate, and other sources other than the State of

Illinois. The University shall report its research, progress,

and any findings and recommendati ons to the General Assenbly

by January 1, 2004.

(c) There shall be no comer ci al pr oducti on of

i ndustri al hemp wi thout further authorization by the General

Section 10. The Cannabis Control Act is anended by

changing Section 3 as foll ows:

Sec. 3. As wused in this Act, wunless the context
ot herwi se requires:

(a) "Cannabis" includes marihuana, hashish and other
substances which are identified as including any parts of the
pl ant Cannabis Sativa, whether growing or not; the seeds
thereof, the resin extracted fromany part of such plant; and

any conpound, nmanufacture, salt, derivative, mxture, or

preparation of such plant, its seeds, or resin, including
t et rahydr ocannabi nol (THO) and al | ot her cannabi nol
derivatives, i ncl udi ng its natural |y occurring or

synthetically produced ingredi ents, whether produced directly
or indirectly by extraction, or independently by neans of
chem cal synthesis or by a conbination of extraction and
chem cal synthesis; but shall not include the mture stalks
of such plant, fiber produced fromsuch stalks, oil or cake
made fromthe seeds of such plant, any other conpound,
manufacture, salt, derivative, mxture, or preparation of
such mature stal ks (except the resin extracted therefron

fiber, oil or <cake, eof the sterilized seed of such plant
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which is incapable of germnation, or industrial henp solely

as authorized for the purposes of Section 25 of the

Uni versity of Illinois Act.

(b) "Casual delivery" nmeans the delivery of not nore
than 10 grams of any substance containing cannabi s w thout
consi derati on.

(c) "Departnment” nmeans the Illinois Departnent of Human
Services (as successor to the Departnent of Al coholism and
Subst ance Abuse) or its successor agency.

(d) "Deliver” or "delivery" means t he act ual ,
constructive or attenpted transfer of possession of cannabis,
with or wthout consideration, whether or not there is an
agency rel ati onship.

(e) "Departnent of State Police" neans the Departnment of
State Police of the State of |Illinois or its successor
agency.

(f) "Director” means the Director of the Departnent of
State Police or his designated agent.

(g) "Local authorities" neans a duly organized State,
county, or nunicipal peace unit or police force.

(h) "Manufacture" neans the production, preparation,
pr opagati on, conpoundi ng, conver si on or processing of
cannabis, either directly or indirectly, by extraction from
substances of natural origin, or independently by means of
chem cal synthesis, or by a conbination of extraction and
chem cal synthesis, and includes any packagi ng or repackagi ng
of cannabis or Ilabeling of its container, except that this
term does not i ncl ude t he preparation, conpoundi ng,
packagi ng, or |abeling of cannabis as an incident to | awf ul
research, teaching, or chem cal analysis and not for sale.

(i) "Person" nmeans any i ndi vi dual cor poration,
government or governnental subdivision or agency, business
trust, estate, trust, partnership or association, or any

ot her entity.
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(j) "Produce" or "production” means pl anti ng,
cultivating, tending or harvesting.

(k) "State" includes the State of |Illinois and any
state, district, comopnwealth, territory, insular possession
t hereof, and any area subject to the legal authority of the
United States of Anerica.

(1) "Subsequent offense” nmeans an offense under this
Act, the offender of which, prior to his conviction of the
offense, has at any tine been convicted under this Act or
under any laws of the United States or of any state relating
to cannabis, or any controlled substance as defined in the
II'linois Controll ed Substances Act.

Sec. 3. Definitions. As used in this Act, unless the
context otherw se requires:

"Cannabi s" includes marihuana, hashi sh, and  other
substances that are identified as including any parts of the
pl ant Cannabi s Sativa, whether growing or not, the seeds of
that plant, the resin extracted fromany part of that plant,

and any conpound, manufacture, salt, derivative, mxture, or

preparation of that plant, its seeds, or resin, including
t et rahydr ocannabi nol (THO) and al | ot her cannabi nol
derivati ves, i ncl udi ng its natural |y occurring or

synthetically produced ingredients, whether produced directly
or indirectly by extraction, independently by neans of
chem cal synthesis, or by a conbination of extraction and
chem cal synthesis. "Cannabis" does not include the nature
stalks of that plant, fiber produced fromthose stal ks, oi

or cake made from the seeds of that plant, any other
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conpound, manuf act ur e, salt, derivative, m xture, or
preparation of mature stal ks (except the extracted resin),
fiber, oil or <cake, eof the sterilized seeds of that plant

that are incapable of germnation, or industrial henp solely

as authorized for the purposes of Section 25 of the

University of Illinois Act.
"Controlled substance” neans a drug, substance, or
i mredi ate precursor in the Schedules of Article Il of the

II'linois Controll ed Substances Act.

"Counterfeit substance" neans a controlled substance or
the container or labeling of a controlled substance that,
wi t hout authorization, bears the trademark, trade name, or
other identifying mark, inprint, nunber, device, or any
| i keness thereof of a manufacturer, distributor, or dispenser
ot her than the person who in fact manufactured, distributed,
or di spensed the substance.

"Deliver" or "delivery" neans the actual, constructive,
or attenpted transfer of possession of a controlled substance
or cannabis, wth or wi thout consideration, whether or not
there is an agency rel ationshi p.

" Manuf act ure” means t he producti on, preparation,
propagati on, conpoundi ng, conversion, or processing of a
controlled substance, either directly or indirectly, by
extraction from substances of natural origin, independently
by means of chem cal synthesis, or by a conbination of
extraction and chem cal synthesis, and includes any packagi ng
or repackagi ng of the substance or |abeling of its container,
except that the term does not include:

(1) by an ultimate wuser, the preparation or
conmpoundi ng of a controlled substance for his own use;

(2) by a practitioner or his authorized agent under
hi s supervision, the preparation, conpoundi ng, packagi ng,
or |abeling of a controlled substance;

(A) as anincident to his admnistering or
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di spensing of a controlled substance in the course
of his professional practice; or
(B) as an incident to | awf ul research
teaching or chem cal analysis and not for sale; or
(3) the preparation, conpounding, packaging, or
| abeling of cannabis as an incident to |lawful research,
teaching, or chem cal analysis and not for sale.

"Owmner"” neans a person who has possession of or any
i nterest whatsoever in the property invol ved.

"Person" nmeans an i ndi vi dual a corporation, a
government, a governmental subdivision or agency, a business
trust, an estate, a trust, a partnership or association, or
any other entity.

"Production" neans planting, «cultivating, tending, or
har vesti ng.

"Property” neans real property, including things grow ng
on, affixed to, and found in |land, and tangi ble or intangible
personal property, including rights, services, privileges,
interests, clains, and securities.
