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AN ACT concerning health care facilities.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Community Living Facilities Licensing Act

i s anended by changing Section 5 as foll ows:

(210 I'LCS 35/5) (fromCh. 111 1/2, par. 4185)

Sec. 5. Li censing standards. The Departnent shal
promul gat e rul es and---regutattons establishing m ninum
standards for licensing of Comunity Living Facilities.
These rul es shall regul ate:

(1) The location of Community Living Facilities. These
provi sions shall insure that the Coomunity Living Facilities
are in appropriate nei ghbor hoods and shall prohibit
concentration of these housing prograns in comunities.

(2) The operation and conduct of Comrunity Li vi ng
Facilities.

(3) The gener al fi nanci al ability, conpet ence,
character, and qualifications of the applicant to provide
appropriate care and conply with this Act.

(4) The appropri at eness, safety, cl eanliness, and
general adequacy of the prem ses, including naintenance of
adequate fire protection and health standards, conformng to
State |l aws and nunici pal codes, to provide for the physical
confort, well-being, care, and protection of the residents.

(5) The nunber, character, training, and qualifications

of personnel directly responsible for the residents.

(6) Provisions for f ood, cl ot hi ng, educat i onal
opportunities, social activities, hone furnishings, and
personal property to insure the healthy physical, enotional,

and nental devel opnent of residents.

(7) Inplenmentation of habilitation plans for each
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resi dent.

(8) Provisions for residents to receive appropriate
programm ng and support services comensurate wth their
i ndividual needs; and to participate in decisions regarding
their use of prograns and support services.

Such services should include educational opportunities,
vocational training, and other day activities ainmed at
pronoti ng i ndependence and i nproving basic living skills.

(9) Provisions and criteria for adm ssion, discharge,
and transfers at Community Living Facilities.

(10) Provisions specifying the role and responsibilities
of residents for wupkeep of their roons and the overal
mai nt enance and care of the Comunity Living Facilities.
These provisions shall allow the residents to participate in
normal , daily activities associated with comunity |iving.

(11) Provisions to insure that residents are notified of
their legal rights, as defined in the rules pronulgated
pursuant to subsection (12) of this Section and to assist
them in exercising these rights. Upon admssion to a
Community Living Facility, residents shall be provided a copy
of their rights and related rul es;-regulatiens and policies,
and t he name, address, and telephone nunber of the
Guar di anshi p and Advocacy Conmm ssi on.

(12) Resident rights, which shall include, but need not
be limted to, those guaranteed by the “Mental Health and
Devel opnmental Disabilities Code*;-as-anended.

(13) Maintenance of records pertaining to the adm ssion,
habilitation, and discharge of residents, and to the general
operation of Community Living Facilities.
