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AN ACT concerning the duties of the Secretary of State.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Secretary of State Act is anmended by

changing Section 5 as foll ows:

Sec. 5. Duties. It shall be the duty of the Secretary of
St at e:

1. To countersign and affix the seal of state to al
comm ssions required by law to be issued by the Governor.

2. To make a register of all appointnents by the
Gover nor, speci fyi ng the person appointed, the office
conferred, the date of the appointnent, the date when bond or
oath is taken and the date filed. |If Senate confirmation 1is
required, the date of the confirmation shall be included in
the register.

3. To nmake proper indexes to public acts, resolutions,
papers and docunents in his office.

3-a. To review all rules of all State agencies adopted
in conpliance with the codification system prescribed by the
Secretary. The review shall be for the purposes and incl ude
all the powers and duties provided in t he I1linois
Adm ni strative Procedure Act. The Secretary of State shal
cooperate with the Legislative Information System to insure
the accuracy of +the text of the rules naintai ned under the
Legi slative Informati on System Act.

4. To give any person requiring the sanme paying the
lawful fees therefor, a copy of any |law, act, resolution,
record or paper in his office, and attach thereto his
certificate, under the seal of the state.

5. To take charge of and preserve fromwaste, and keep
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inrepair, the houses, lots, grounds and appurtenances,
situated in the Gty of Springfield, and belonging to or
occupied by the State, the care of which is not otherw se
provided for by law, and to take charge of and preserve from
waste, and keep in repair, the houses, lots, grounds and
appurtenances, situated in the State outside the Cty of
Springfield wher e such houses, | ots, gr ounds and
appurtenances are occupied by the Secretary of State and no
other State officer or agency.

6. To supervise the distribution of the | aws.

7. To performsuch other duties as may be required by
law. The Secretary of State may, wthin appropriations
authorized by the General Assenbly, maintain offices in the
State Capital and in such other places in the State as he may
deem necessary to properly carry out the powers and duties
vested in himby |aw

8. To mintain netal detectors at each public entrance

to the State Capitol building.
