Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Secti on 5. The Uni fi ed Code of Corrections is anended

by changi ng Section 5-4-3 as foll ows:

(730 ILCS 5/5-4-3) (from Ch. 38, par. 1005-4-3)

Sec. 5-4-3. Persons convicted of, or found delinquent
for, certain qualifying offenses or institutionalized as
sexual | y dangerous; bleed speci nens; genetic marker groups.

(a) Any person convicted of, found guilty wunder the
Juvenil e Court Act of 1987 for, or who received a disposition

of court supervision for, a qualifying offense or attenpt of

a qualifying offense, convicted or found gquilty of any

offense classified as a felony under Illinois |aw, found

gquilty or given supervision for any offense classified as a

f el ony under t he Juvenil e Cour t Act of 1987, or

institutionalized as a sexually dangerous person under the
Sexual |y Dangerous Persons Act, or commtted as a sexually
vi ol ent person under the Sexually Violent Persons Conm tnent
Act shall, regardless of the sentence or disposition inposed,

be required to submt specinens of blood, saliva, or tissue

tothe Illinois Departnment of State Police in accordance with
the provisions of this Section, provided such person is:
(1) convicted of a qualifying offense or attenpt of
a qualifying offense on or after the effective date of
this anmendatory Act of 1989, and sentenced to a term of
i nprisonnment, periodic inprisonment, fine, probation,
condi tional discharge or any other formof sentence, or
given a disposition of court supervision for the offense,
or

(1.5) found gquilty or given supervision under the
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Juvenile Court Act of 1987 for a qualifying offense or
attenpt of a qualifying offense on or after the effective
date of this anendatory Act of 1996, or

(2) ordered institutionalized as a sexual |y
dangerous person on or after the effective date of this
anendatory Act of 1989, or

(3) convicted of a qualifying offense or attenpt of
a qualifying offense before the effective date of this
anendatory Act of 1989 and is presently confined as a
result of such conviction in any State correctional
facility or county jail or 1is presently serving a
sentence of probation, conditional discharge or periodic
i nprisonnment as a result of such conviction, or

(3.5) convicted or found quilty of any offense

classified as a felony under lllinois law or found quilty

or given supervision for such an offense under the

Juvenile Court Act of 1987, or

(4) presently institutionalized as a sexually
dangerous person or presently institutionalized as a
person found guilty but nentally ill of a sexual offense
or attenpt to commt a sexual offense; or

(4.5) ordered commtted as a sexually violent
person on or after the effective date of the Sexually
Vi ol ent Persons Comm tnent Act; or

(5) seeking transfer to or residency in Illinois
under Sections 3-3-11 through 3-3-11.5 of the Unified
Code of Corrections (Interstate Conmpact for the
Supervision of Parolees and Probati oners) or t he
I nterstate Agreenents on Sexual |y Dangerous Persons Act.

Notwi thstanding other provisions of this Section, any

person incarcerated in a facility of the Illinois Departnent

Corrections on or after the effective date of this

anendatory Act of the 92nd General Assenbly shall be required

to subnmit a specinen of blood, saliva, or tissue prior to his
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or her release on parole or mandatory supervised rel ease, as

a condition of his or her parole or nandatory supervised

rel ease.

(a-5) Any person who was otherwise convicted of or
received a disposition of court supervision for any other
of fense under the Crimnal Code of 1961 eor--any--effense
ctassifted--as--a--felony-under-ttttnois-taw or who was found
guilty or given supervision for such a violation under the
Juvenile Court Act of 1987, may, regardl ess of the sentence

i nposed, be required by an order of +the court to submt

specinens of blood, saliva, or tissue to the Illinois

Department of State Police in accordance with the provisions
of this Section.

(b) Any person required by paragraphs (a)(1), (a)(1l.5),
(a)(2), (&a)(3.5), and (a-5) to provide specinens of blood,

saliva, or tissue shall provide specinens of blood, saliva,

collection site designated by the |IIllinois Departnent of
State Poli ce.
(c) Any person required by paragraphs (a)(3), (a)(4),

and (a)(4.5) to provide specinmens of blood, saliva, or tissue

shall be required to provide such sanples prior to final
di scharge, parole, or release at a collection site designated
by the Illinois Departnment of State Police.

(c-5) Any person required by paragraph (a)(5) to provide

speci nens of blood, saliva, or tissue shall, where feasible,

be required to provide the specinens before being accepted
for conditioned residency in Illinois wunder the interstate
conpact or agreenent, but no later than 45 days after arriva
inthis State.

(c-6) The Illinois Departnent of State Police nmay

deterni ne which type of specinen or speci nens, bl ood, saliva,

or tissue, is acceptable for subnmssion to the D vision of

Forensi c Services for anal ysis.
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(d) The II'linois Departnment of State Police shal
provide all equipnment and instructions necessary for the
coll ection of blood sanples. The collection of sanples shal
be performed in a nedically approved nmanner. Only a
physi ci an authorized to practice nedicine, a registered nurse
or other qualified person trained in venipuncture may
wi thdraw blood for the purposes of this Act. The sanples
shal|l thereafter be forwarded to the Illinois Departnment of
State Police, Division of Forensic Services, for analysis and
categorizing into genetic marker groupings.

(d-1) The |Illinois Departnent of State Police shal

provide all equipnment and instructions necessary for the

collection of saliva sanples. The collection of saliva

sanpl es shall be perforned in a nedically approved nmnner.

Only a person trained in the instructions pronul gated by the

Illinois State Police on collecting saliva may coll ect saliva

for the purposes of this Section. The sanples shal

thereafter be forwarded to the Illinois Departnent of State

Poli ce, Division of Forensic Services, for analysis and

categorizing into genetic marker groupings.

(d-2) The Illinois Departnent of State Police shal
provide all equipnent and instructions necessary for the
collection of tissue sanples. The collection of tissue
sanples shall be perforned in a nedically approved nmanner.

Only a person trained in the instructions pronul gated by the

Illinois State Police on collecting tissue may collect tissue

f or the purposes of this Section. The sanples shal

thereafter be forwarded to the Illinois Departnent of State

Poli ce, Division of Forensic Services, for analysis and

categorizing into genetic narker qgroupi ngs.

(e) The genetic marker groupings shall be maintained by
the Illinois Departnent of State Police, Division of Forensic
Servi ces.

(f) The genetic marker grouping analysis information
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obt ai ned pursuant to this Act shall be confidential and shal
be released only to peace officers of the United States, of
other states or territories, of the insular possessions of
the United States, of foreign countries duly authorized to
receive the sane, to all peace officers of the State of
II'linois and to all prosecutorial agencies. Not wi t hst andi ng
any ot her statutory provi si on to the contrary, al
i nformati on obtained under this Section shall be maintained
in a single State data base, which may be upl oaded into a
nati onal database, and may not be subject to expungenent.
(g0 For the purposes of this Section, "qual i fying
of fense" means any of the follow ng:
(1) Any violation or inchoate violation of Section
11-6, 11-9.1, 11-11, 11-15.1, 11-17.1, 11-18.1, 11-19.1,
11-19.2, 11-20.1, 12-13, 12-14, 12-14.1, 12-15, 12-16, or
12-33 of the Crimnal Code of 1961, or
(1.1) Any vi ol ation or inchoate violation of
Section 9-1, 9-2, 10-1, 10-2, 12-11, 12-11.1, 18-1, 18-2,
18-3, 18-4, 19-1, or 19-2 of the Crimnal Code of 1961
for which persons are convicted on or after July 1, 2001,
or
(2) Any former statute of this State which defined
a felony sexual offense, or
(3) Any violation of paragraph (10) of subsection
(b) of Section 10-5 of the Crim nal Code of 1961 when the
sentencing court, wupon a notion by the State's Attorney
or Attorney General, mnekes a finding that the child
luring involved an intent to conmt sexual penetration or
sexual conduct as defined in Section 12-12 of the
Crim nal Code of 1961, or
(4) Any violation or inchoate violation of Section
9-3.1, 11-9.3, 12-3.3, 12-4.2, 12-4.3, 12-7.3, 12-7.4,
18-5, 19-3, 20-1.1, or 20.5-5 of the Crimnal Code of
1961.
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(g-5) The Departnment of State Police is not required to
provi de equipnent to collect or to accept or process bl ood,

saliva, or tissue specinens fromindividuals convicted of any

offense listed in paragraph (1.1) or (4) of subsection (gQ),
until acquisition of the resources necessary to process such

bl ood, saliva, or tissue specinens, or in the case of

paragraph (1.1) of subsection (g) wuntil July 1, 2003,
whi chever is earlier.

Upon acquisition of necessary resources, including an
appropriation for the purpose of inplenenting this anmendatory
Act of the 91st Ceneral Assenbly, but in the case of
paragraph (1.1) of subsection (g) no later than July 1, 2003,
the Departnent of State Police shall notify the Departnent of
Corrections, the Admnistrative Ofice of the Illinois
Courts, and any other entity deened appropriate by the
Depart nent of State Police, to begin blood specinen
collection fromindividuals convicted of offenses enunerated
in paragraphs (1.1) and (4) of subsection (g) that the
Departnent is prepared to provide «collection equipnment and

receive and process blood, saliva, or tissue specinens from

i ndi viduals convicted of offenses enunerated in paragraph
(1.1) of subsection (g).

Unti l t he Depar t ment of State Pol i ce provi des
notification, designated collection agencies are not required
to collect blood specimen from individuals convicted of
of fenses enunerated in paragraphs (1.1) and (4) of subsection
(9).

(h) The Illinois Departnment of State Police shall be the
State central repository for all genetic marker grouping
analysis information obtained pursuant to this Act. The
[1linois Departnent of State Police may pronul gate rules for

the form and nmanner of the collection of blood, saliva, or

ti ssue sanples and ot her procedures for the operation of this

Act. The provisions of the Adm nistrative Review Law shal
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apply to all actions taken under the rules so pronul gated.

(1) A person required to provide a blood, saliva, or

tissue specinmen shall cooperate wwth the <collection of the

specinmen and any deliberate act by that person intended to

i npede, delay or stop the collection of the blood, saliva, or

(j) Any person required by subsection (a) to submt

specinens of blood, saliva, or tissue to the Illinois

Department of State Police for analysis and categorization
into genetic marker grouping, in addition to any other
di sposition, penalty, or fine inposed, shall pay an anal ysis
fee of $500. Upon verified petition of the person, the court
may suspend paynent of all or part of the fee iif it finds
that the person does not have the ability to pay the fee.
(k) Al analysis and categorization fees provided for by
subsection (j) shall be regulated as foll ows:
(1) The State O fender DNA Identification System
Fund is hereby created as a special fund in the State
Treasury.
(2) Al fees shall be collected by the clerk of the
court and forwarded to the State O fender DNA
I dentification System Fund for deposit. The clerk of the
circuit court may retain the amount of $10 from each
collected analysis fee to offset admnistrative costs
incurred in carrying out the clerk's responsibilities
under this Section.
(3) Fees deposited into the State Ofender DNA
I dentification System Fund shall be wused by |Illinois
State Police crime |aboratories as designated by the
Director of State Police. These funds shall be in
addition to any allocations nade pursuant to existing
| aws and shall be designated for the exclusive use of
State crinme |aboratories. These uses nmay include, but

are not limted to, the follow ng:
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(A) Costs incurred in providing analysis and
genetic mar ker categori zation as required by
subsection (d).

(B) Costs incurred in nmaintaining genetic
mar ker groupi ngs as required by subsection (e).

(© Costs i ncurred in the purchase and
mai nt enance of equipnment for wuse in performng
anal yses.

(D) Costs incurred in continuing research and
devel opnent of new techniques for analysis and
genetic marker categorization.

(E) Costs incurred in continuing education,
training, and professional devel opment of forensic
scientists regularly enployed by these | aboratories.

(1) The failure of a person to provide a specinmen, or of
any person or agency to collect a specinmen, within the 45 day
period shall in no way alter the obligation of the person to
submt such specinmen, or the authority of the 1Illinois
Department of State Police or persons designated by the
Departnent to collect the specinmen, or the authority of the
I1linois Departnent of State Police to accept, analyze and
mai ntain the specinen or to maintain or wupload results of
genetic marker grouping analysis information into a State or
nati onal dat abase.
