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AN ACT concerning State enpl oyees.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 1. Short title. This Act may be cited as the

St ate Enpl oyee Organ Donor Act.

Section 5. Definitions. As used in this Act:

" Donat e" i ncl udes partici pating in t he medi cal
preparations necessary for a donation and recuperating after
t he donation, as well as the actual donation.

"State enployee” neans a full-tinme enployee of the
executive, |legislative, or j udi ci al branch of State
governnment but does not include an enployee of a public

coll ege or university in Illinois.

Section 10. Leave for organ and blood donations. A
State enployee is entitled to the follow ng anbunts of paid
| eave fromhis or her State enpl oynent:

(1) up to 30 days to donate his or her organs and
ti ssues;

(2) up to 7 days to donate his or her bone marrow,

(3) up to 3 hours every 4 nonths to donate his or her
pl atel ets or other blood products; and

(4) wup to 1 1/2 hours every 4 nonths to donate his or
her whol e bl ood.

The | eave granted under this Act is in addition to any other
paid | eave to which a person is entitled as a State enpl oyee.
A State enployee is not entitled to conpensati on or
rei nbursenent for |eave granted under this Act that is unused
at the time of his or her retirenent fromor termnation of

State service.
