Secti on 5. The Code of Crimnal Procedure of 1963 is

anended by changi ng Section 119-5 as foll ows:

Sec. 119-5. Execution of Death Sentence.

(a) (1) A defendant sentenced to death shall be executed

by an intravenous admnistration of a lethal quantity of

an ultrashort-acting barbiturate in conbination with a

chem cal paralytic agent and potassium chloride or other

equal |y effective substances sufficient to cause death
unti | death is pronounced by a licensed physician
according to accepted standards of nedical practice.

(2) If the execution of the sentence of death as
provi ded in par agr aph (1) IS hel d illegal or
unconstitutional by a reviewng court of conpet ent
jurisdiction, the sentence of death shall be carried out
by el ectrocution.

(b) In pronouncing the sentence of death the court shal
set the date of the execution which shall be not |ess than 60
nor nore than 90 days fromthe date sentence is pronounced.

(c) A sentence of death shall be executed at a
Department of Corrections facility.

(d) The warden of the penitentiary shall supervise such
execution, which shall be conducted in the presence of 6
witnesses who shall «certify the execution of the sentence.
The certification shall be filed with the clerk of the court
t hat i nposed the sentence.

(e) The identity of executioners and other persons who

participate or performancillary functions in an execution
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and information contained in records that would identify
t hose persons shall remain confidential, shall not be subject
to disclosure, and shall not be adm ssible as evidence or be
di scoverable in any action of any kind in any court or before
any tribunal, board, agency, or person. In order to protect
the confidentiality of persons participating in an execution,
the Director of Corrections may direct that the Departnent
make paynments in cash for such services.

(f) The anmendatory changes to this Section made by this
anendatory Act of 1991 are severable under Section 1.31 of
the Statute on Statutes.

(g) Notw thstanding any ot her provi si on of I|aw,
assi stance, participation in, or the performance of ancillary
or other functions pursuant to this Section, including but
not limted to the admnistration of the |ethal substance or
subst ances required by this Section, shall not be construed
to constitute the practice of nedicine.

(h) Notw thstanding any other provision of |aw, any
pharmaci st or pharmaceutical supplier is authorized to
di spense drugs to the Director of Corrections or his or her
desi gnee, wi thout prescription, in order to carry out the
provi sions of this Section.

(i) Notwithstanding any other provision of law, no

execution of a defendant may take place for 5 yvears fromthe

effective date of this anendatory Act of the 92nd GCenera
