replacing lines 6 through 23 with the foll ow ng:

"Section 5. Intent. It is the intent of the Ceneral
Assenbly that the negative inpact of State budget shortfalls
be partially absorbed by the nenbers of the General Assenbly
in order to balance the cuts of the pay of other State

enpl oyees i nposed by the Governor.

Section 10. Salary reduction. Notw thstandi ng any ot her
provision of law to the contrary, each nenber of the GCeneral
Assenbly is subject to a one-tine, tenporary salary reduction
for State fiscal year 2002 only. The one-tinme, tenporary
sal ary reduction shall be equal to one working-day's salary
for each menber. For the purpose of this Act, "one
wor ki ng-day' s salary" neans the nmenber's base salary, as
determ ned by the Conpensation Revi ew Board, divided by 260.
The reduction shall be reflected in the paycheck received for

the first pay period in June, 2002."
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
