Health within the Departnent of Hunman Servi ces.

(b) On and after the effective date of this anendatory

Act of the 92nd GCeneral Assenbly, every appropriation of

State nmoneys rel ating to funding for the Ofice of

Devel opnental Disabilities or the Ofice of Mental Heal t h

must conply with this Secti on.

(c) VWienever any appropriation, or any portion of an

appropriation, for any fiscal year relating to the fundi ng of

any State-operated facility operated by the Ofice of

Devel opmental Disabilities or any nental health facility
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operated by the Ofice of Mental Health is reduced because of

any of the reasons set forth in the followng items (1)

through (4), those npneys nust be kept within the funding

system from whi ch they cane:

(1) dosing of any such State-operated facility for

the devel opnentally disabled or nental health facility.

(2) Reduction in the nunber of available beds in

any such State-operated facility for the devel opnental ly

di sabled or nental health facility.

(3) Reduction in the nunber of staff enployed in

any such State-operated facility for the devel opnental ly

di sabled or nental health facility.

(4 Reduction in the qualifications required of

staff enployed in any such State-operated facility for

the devel opnentally disabled or nental health facility.

(d) An appropriation may not circunvent the purposes of

this Section by transferring noneys within the fundi ng system

for services and supports for the devel opmentally di sabl ed

and nentally ill and then conpensating for this transfer by

transferring nmoneys from these services to sone other

gover nnent al purpose or to a reduction in governnental

expendi t ures.

(e) The total anmpount of npneys appropriated for nmental

heal th servi ces may not be reduced below the anount

appropriated for the previous vear, adjusted for inflation,

unl ess one of the follow ng events occurs:

(1) Total State gover nnent revenues or

appropriations decline, in which case appropriations for

devel opnental disability and nental health services nay

be reduced by the sane percentage.

(2) The Departnent of Hunan Services, in concert

with the advisory task force established in Section 4.5,

deternines that there has been an inprovenent in the

efficiency with which devel opmental disability and nental
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health services may be delivered which would justify a

reduction in appropriations equal to an anpunt reasonably

related to the efficiency inprovenents found by the

Departnment and the task force.

Sec. 4.5. Fundi ng Rei nvestnent Advi sory Task Force.

(a) The Governor, in coordination with the Secretary of

Human Services, shall appoint a task force to assist the

(1) One representative from the Ofice of

Devel opnental Disabilities within the Departnent of Hunan

Ser vi ces.

(2) One representative from the Ofice of Menta

Health within the Departnent of Hunman Servi ces.

(3) One representative from the Ofice of

Rehabilitation Services within the Departnent of Hunan

Ser vi ces.

(4) One representative from the Departnent of

Public Aid.

(5) One comunity-based provider for individuals

with devel opnental disabilities.

(6) One comunity-based provider for individuals

with nental ill ness.

(7) Three menber s representing t he advocat e

community for the devel opnentally di sabl ed.

(8) Three menber s representing t he advocat e

community for the nentally ill

(b) In addition to assi sting t he Depar t ment in

i mpl enenting Section 4.4, the task force shall assist the

Departnent in identifying best practices and in identifying

ways in_ which the Departnent can nmaxinm ze Medicaid fundi ng

and capture nore federal financial participation (FFP)
