Section 5. The Managed Care Reform and Patient Rights

Act is anmended by changi ng Section 30 as foll ows:

Sec. 30. Prohibitions.

(a) No health care plan or its subcontractors may
prohi bit or discourage health care providers by contract or
policy from discussing any health care services and health
care providers, utilization review and quality assurance
policies, terns and conditions of plans and plan policy with
enrol | ees, prospective enrollees, providers, or the public.

(b) No health care plan by contract, witten policy, or
procedure may permt or allow an individual or entity to
di spense a different drug in place of the drug or brand of
drug ordered or prescribed w thout the express perm ssion of
the person ordering or prescribing the drug, except as
provi ded under Section 3.14 of the Illinois Food, Drug and
Cosnetic Act.

(c) No health care plan or its subcontractors may by

contract, witten policy, procedure, or otherw se mandate or

require an enrollee to substitute his or her participating

primary care physician under the plan during inpatient

hospitalization wthout the agreenent of that enrollee's

participating prinmary care physician. "Participating prinary

care physician" for health care plans and subcontractors that

do not require coordination of <care by a prinmary care

physician nmeans the participating physician treating the

patient. All health care plans shall informenrollees of any

policies, recomendations, or qguidelines concerning t he
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substitution of the enrollee's prinmary care physici an when

hospitalization is necessary in the nmanner set forth in

subsections (d) and (e) of Section 15.

(d) €€} Any violation of this Section shall be subject
to the penalties under this Act.
