Sec. 24-1.6. Aggravated unlawful use of a weapon.

(a) A person commts the of fense of aggravated unl awf ul
of a weapon when he or she know ngly:

(1) Carries on or about his or her person or in any
vehi cl e or conceal ed on or about his or her person except
when on his or her land or in his or her abode or fixed
pl ace of business any pistol, revolver, stun gun or taser
or other firearm or

(2) Carries or possesses on or about his or her
person, upon any public street, alley, or other public
lands wthin the corporate limts of a city, village or
i ncorporated town, except when an invitee thereon or
therein, for the purpose of the display of such weapon or
the lawful commerce in weapons, or except when on his or
her own land or in his or her own abode or fixed place of
busi ness, any pistol, revolver, stun gun or taser or
other firearm and

(3) One of the followng factors is present:

(A) the firearm possessed was uncased, | oaded
and imediately accessible at the time of the
of fense; or

(B) the firearm possessed was uncased,
unl oaded and the ammunition for the weapon was
imedi ately accessible at the tine of the offense;

or

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(© the person possessing the firearmhas not
been issued a currently valid Firearm Omer's
| dentification Card; or

(D) the person possessing the weapon was
previously adjudicated a delinquent m nor under the
Juvenile Court Act of 1987 for an act that if
commtted by an adult would be a felony; or

engaged in a m sdeneanor violation of the Cannabis
Control Act or in a msdeneanor violation of the
II'linois Controll ed Substances Act; or

(F) the person possessing the weapon is a
menber of a street gang or is engaged in street gang
related activity, as defined in Section 10 of the
II'linois Streetgang Terrorism Omibus Prevention
Act; or

(G the person possessing the weapon had a
order of protection issued against himor her within
the previous 2 years; or

(H the person possessing the weapon was
engaged in the comm ssion or attenpted comm ssion of
a m sdeneanor involving the use or threat of
vi ol ence agai nst the person or property of another;
or

(I') the person possessing the weapon was under
21 years of age and in possession of a handgun as
defined in Section 24-3, unless the person under 21
is engaged in lawful activities under the Wldlife
Code or described in subsection 24-2(b)(1), (b)(3),
or 24-2(f).

"Stun gun or taser" as used in this Section has the

sane definition given to it in Section 24-1 of this Code.

This Section does not apply to or affect the

transportation or possession of weapons that:
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(1) are broken down in a non- functi oni ng
state; or

(i) are not imedi ately accessible; or
(ti1) are wunloaded and enclosed in a case,
firearm carrying box, shipping box, or ot her
cont ai ner by a person who has been issued a
currently valid Firearm Ower's Identification Card.
(d) Sentence. Aggravated unlawful use of a weapon is a
Class 4 felony; a second or subsequent offense is a Cass 2

felony for which the defendant shall be sentenced to a term

of inprisonnent of not |less than 3 years and not nore than 14

years. Aggravated unlawful use of a weapon by a person who
has been previously convicted of a felony in this State or
another jurisdictionis a Cass 2 felony.
