"Section 5. The Illinois Vehicle Code is anended by
changi ng Sections 3-623, 3-625, and 3-806.3 and renunbering
Sections 3-648 as added by Public Act 92-79 and 3-648 as
added by Public Act 92-467 as foll ows:

Sec. 3-623. Purple Heart Pl ates. The Secretary, upon
receipt of an application nmade in the form prescribed by the
Secretary of State, may 1issue to recipients awarded the
Purple Heart by a branch of the arnmed forces of the United
States who reside in Illinois, special registration plates.
The special plates issued pursuant to this Section should be
affixed only to passenger vehicles of the 1st division,
including notorcycles, or notor vehicles of the 2nd division
wei ghi ng not nore than 8,000 pounds.

The design and color of such plates shall be wholly
within the discretion of the Secretary of State. Appropriate
docunentation, as determined by the Secretary, and the

appropriate standard registration fee shall acconpany the

application. However, for an individual who has been issued
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Purple Heart plates for a vehicle and who has clai med and
received a grant under the Senior Citizens and D sabled
Persons Property Tax Relief and Pharnmaceutical Assistance
Act, the ortginal-issuance-fee-and-regular annual fee for the
regi stration of the vehicle shall be as provided in Section
3-806. 3 of this Code.

Sec. 3-625. Pearl Harbor Plates. The Secretary, upon
recei pt of an application nmade in the form prescribed by the
Secretary of State, may issue special registration plates to
any Illinois resident who, while a nenber of the armed forces
of the United States, participated in the battle of Pear
Har bor on Decenber 7, 1941, or to the w dowed spouse of any
II'linois resident who, while a nenber of the arned forces of
the United States, participated in the battle of Pearl Harbor
on Decenber 7, 1941, provided that the w dowed spouse was
married to the battle of Pearl Harbor participant at the tinme
of the participant's death and is a single person at the tine
of application. The special plates issued pursuant to this
Section should be affixed only to passenger vehicles of the
1st division or notor vehicles of the 2nd division weighing
not nore than 8,000 pounds.

The design and color of such plates shall be wholly
within the discretion of the Secretary of State. Appropriate
docunentation, as determined by the Secretary, and the

appropriate standard registration fee shall acconpany the

appl i cation.

Sec. 3-650. 3-648: Arny Conbat Veteran |license plates.

(a) In addition to any other special |license plate, the
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Secretary, wupon receipt of al | appl i cabl e f ees and
applications nmade in the formprescribed by the Secretary of
State, may issue Arny Conbat Veteran |license plates to
residents of Illinois who neet eligibility requirenents
prescribed by the Secretary of State. The speci al Arny
Conmbat Veteran plate issued wunder this Section shall be
affixed only to passenger vehicles of the first division and
not or vehicles of the second division weighing not nore than
8,000 pounds. Plates issued under this Section shall expire
according to the staggered nulti-year procedure established
by Section 3-414.1 of this Code.

(b) The plates shall display the Arnmy Conbat Infantry
Badge. 1In all other respects, the design, color, and format
of the plates shall be within the discretion of the Secretary
of State. The Secretary may, in his or her discretion, allow
the plates to be issued as vanity plates or personalized in
accordance wth Section 3-405.1 of this Code. The plates are
not required to designate "Land O Lincoln", as prescribed in
subsection (b) of Section 3-412 of this Code. The Secretary
shall prescribe the eligibility requirenents and, in his or
her discretion, shall approve and prescribe stickers or
decal s as provided under Section 3-412.

(c) An applicant shall be charged a $15 fee for original
issuance in addition to the applicable registration fee.
This additional fee shall be deposited into the Secretary of
State Special License Plate Fund. For each registration
renewal period, a $2 fee, in addition to the appropriate
registration fee, shall be <charged and shall be deposited
into the Secretary of State Special License Plate Fund.

Sec. 3-651. 3-648: U. S. Marine Corps license plates.

(a) In addition to any other special license plate, the
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Secretary, upon recei pt of all applicable fees and
applications nade in the formprescribed by the Secretary of
State, may 1issue special registration plates designated as
U S. Marine Corps license plates to residents of IlIlinois who
meet eligibility requirements prescribed by the Secretary of
State. The special plate issued under this Section shall be
affixed only to passenger vehicles of the first division,
not or vehicles of the second division weighing not nore than
8, 000 pounds, and recreational vehicles as defined by Section
1-169 of this Code. Plates issued under this Section shal
expire according to the staggered nulti-year procedure
establi shed by Section 3-414.1 of this Code.

(b) The design, color, and format of the plates shall be
wholly wthin the discretion of the Secretary of State,
except that the U S. Mrine Corps enblemshall appear on the
pl at es. The Secretary may, in his or her discretion, allow
the plates to be issued as vanity or personalized plates in
accordance wth Section 3-405.1 of this Code. The plates are
not required to designate "Land O Lincoln", as prescribed in
subsection (b) of Section 3-412 of this Code. The Secretary
shall prescribe the eligibility requirenents and, in his or
her discretion, shall approve and prescribe stickers or
decal s as provided under Section 3-412.

(c) An applicant shall be charged a $20 fee for original
i ssuance in addition to the applicable registration fee. o
this additional fee, $15 shall be deposited into the
Secretary of State Special License Plate Fund and $5 shall be
deposited into the Marine Corps Schol arship Fund. For each
regi stration renewal period, a $20 fee, in addition to the
appropriate registration fee, shall be charged. O this
additional fee, $2 shall be deposited into the Secretary of
State Special License Plate Fund and $18 shall be deposited
into the Marine Corps Schol arshi p Fund.

(d) The Marine Corps Scholarship Fund is created as a
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special fund in the State treasury. Al noneys in the Marine
Cor ps Schol arship Fund shall, subject to appropriation by the
Ceneral Assenbly and approval by the Secretary, be used by
the Marine Corps Schol arshi p Foundation, Inc., a recognized
charitabl e organi zation that neets the requirenents of Title
26, Section 501(c)(3) of the United States Code, to provide
grants for schol arships for higher education. The schol arship
reci pients nmust be the children of current or fornmer nenbers
of the United States Marine Corps who neet the academ c,

financial, and other requirenents established by the Marine

Corps Scholarship Foundation. 1In addition, the recipients
must be Illinois residents and nust attend a college or
university located within the State of Il1linois.

The State Treasurer shall require the Marine Corps

Schol arship Foundation to establish a separate account for
recei pt of the proceeds of the Marine Corps Schol arshi p Fund.
That account shall be subject to audit either annually or at
another interval, as determned by the State Treasurer.
Proceeds fromthe Marine Corps Scholarship Fund shall be
transferred on a quarterly basis by the State Treasurer's
office to this separate account.

1, notor vehicles displaying special registration
pl ates issued under Section 3-616, notor vehicles registered
at 8, 000 pounds or less wunder Section 3-815(a) and
recreational vehicles registered at 8,000 pounds or |ess
under Section 3-815(b). Wdows and wi dowers of claimnts
shall also be entitled to this reduced registration fee for
the registration year in which the claimnt was eligible.

or who is the spouse of such a person shall be $24 instead of

the fee otherwise provided in this Code for passenger cars

displaying standard nulti-year reqistration plates issued

under Section 3-414.1, nmotor vehicles displaying special

regi stration plates issued under Section 3-616, 3-623, 3-624,

3-625, 3-626, 3-628, 3-638, 3-642, 3-645, 3-647, 3-650, or

3-651, notor vehicles registered at 8,000 pounds or |ess

under Section 3-815(a), and recreational vehicles reqistered

at 8,000 pounds or |ess under Section 3-815(b). Wdows and
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wi dowers of clainmants shall also be entitled to this reduced

registration fee for the registration vyear in which the

clainant was eliqgible.

No nore than one reduced registration fee under this
Section shall be allowed during any 12 nonth period based on
the primary eligibility of any individual, whether such
reduced registration fee is allowed to the individual or to
the spouse, wdow or wdower of such individual. This
Section does not apply to the fee paid in addition to the
registration fee for mnmotor vehicles displaying vanity or

speci al personaltzed |icense pl ates under- Seett on-3-806:1.
