Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Public Gaveyards Act is anmended by

changing Section 1 as foll ows:

(50 ILCS 610/1) (fromCh. 21, par. 13)

Sec. 1. (a) Public graveyards in this State, not under
the control of any corporation sole, organization or society,
and located wthin the limts of townships or counties not
under township organi zation, shall and may be controlled or
vacated by the corporate authorities of such township or
county in such manner as such authorities may deem proper,
and in the case of townships, such control nay be vested in 3
t rust ees.

(b) Vacancies created by the expiration occurring at any
tinme after the effective date of the anendatory Act of the
Seventy-ei ghth General Assenbly and after this anendatory Act
of the 83rd General Assenbly of the terns of cenetery
trustees of a township (except a township cotermnous with a
muni ci pality) or of a county not under township organization
el ected wunder this Act shall be filled only by appoi ntnent.
Such appoi ntnment shall be nmade by the county board of any
county not under township organization or by the Township
Board of Trustees in counties under township organization, as
the case may be, for a termof 6 years. Until the effective
date of this anmendatory Act of 1983, in a township
cotermnous with a nunicipality, cenmetery trustees shal
continue to be elected by ballot, with one trustee elected in
each odd-nunbered year, in accordance with the provisions of
the general election law, for a termof 6 vyears and until

their respective successors are elected and qualified. After
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the effective date of this anmendatory Act of 1983, in a
township coterm nous with a municipality, cenmetery trustees
shal | be appointed by the governing authority of the
muni ci pality with one trustee appointed in each odd-nunbered
year for a termof 6 years and until his or her respective
successors are appointed and qualifi ed.

Such trustees may be paid such conpensation, not to
exceed $2,000 $500 per year, as may be fixed by the Township

Board of Trustees. If the cenetery trustees also act as the

cenetery caretakers, then the cenetery trustees may be paid

conpensati on not to exceed $5,000 per year, as nay be fixed

by the Townshi p Board of Trustees.

(c) Not nore than one of the trustees shall be from any
one city or village or incorporated town or section of |I|and
within such township unless such city, village, incorporated
town or section of |and shall have nore than 50% of the
popul ation of the township according to the |ast preceding
Federal census in which are included 2 or nore cities,
vill ages, incorporated towns or sections of |and.

Section 10. The Township Code is anended by changi ng
Sections 80-55 and 150-15 as foll ows:

Sec. 80-55. Milti-township board. A nmulti-township board
shal | be organi zed as provided in the Property Tax Code, and
shall have only the powers, duties, and responsibilities
provided by law. Menbers of a multi-township board may
receive additional pay for their service, determ ned by the
mul ti-townshi p board under Section 65-10, in an anount not to
exceed $50 $25 per day for each day of service and nmay be
reimbursed for any actual expense incurred in the discharge

of their duties as nenbers of the nmulti-township board.

Sec. 150-15. Board of nmanagers; election; organization;
sal ary.

(a) The comunity building or buildings, if authorized
at an election, shall be under the care and supervision of a
board of managers. The board of nanagers shall consist of 3
persons who are registered to vote froma residence in the
townshi p. Each nenber of the board of managers may be paid a
as determned by the township board, for attendance at
townshi p neetings and business travel pertaining to official
duti es.

(b) The first board of nmanagers shall be elected at the
regul ar election at which the referendumfor the first issue
of bonds for the establishnent of a community buil ding or
buil dings is authorized by the voters. Three managers shal
be elected at the time of the regular township election
provided in the general election law and until their
successors are elected and qualified.

(c) Candidates for the board of mnagers shall be
nom nated by a petition signed by 10 regi stered voters of the
township and filed wth the towship clerk within the tine
prescribed by the general election law. The township clerk
shall <certify the nanes of the candidates to the proper
el ection authorities. The election shall be conducted in the
manner prescribed by the general election law The 3
candi dat es receiving t he hi ghest nunber of vot es,
respectively, shall be declared elected and shall assune the
duties of their office on the first Mnday of the nonth
followng their el ection.

(d) Wthin 10 days after assum ng office, the board of

managers shall neet and organi ze. One menber shall be
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el ected chai rman and one nenber shall be elected clerk of the
board. A mgjority of the board shall constitute a quorum for
the transaction of business. |If a vacancy occurs on the
board, the vacancy shall be filled by the remai ning mnmanagers
within 60 days by the appointment of a person who is
qualified to be a manager. The person appointed shall serve
t he remai nder of the unexpired term
