AMENDMVENT NO. . Anend House Bill 5000 on page 1, in
line 5, by replacing "Section 3-12" with "Sections 3-12 and
6-11"; and

on page 8, by inserting the followng after |ine 2:

"(235 ILCS 5/6-11) (from Ch. 43, par. 127)

Sec. 6-11. No license shall be issued for the sale at
retail of any alcoholic Iiquor within 100 feet of any church,
school ot her than an institution of higher |earning,
hospital, honme for aged or indigent persons or for veterans,
their spouses or children or any mlitary or naval station,
provi ded, that this prohibition shall not apply to hotels
of fering restaurant service, regularly organized clubs, or to
restaurants, food shops or other places where sale of
al coholic liquors is not the principal business carried on if
the place of Dbusiness so exenpted is not located in a
muni ci pality of nore than 500,000 persons, unless required by
| ocal ordinance; nor to the renewal of a license for the sale

at retail of alcoholic liquor, nor to the issuance of a new

license authorizing the retail sale of alcoholic liquor if,

(i) imediately prior to the issuance of the license, the

occupant of the prenmises held a license authorizing the sale
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of alcoholic liquor at the premses and (ii) the prenm ses are

not located in Chicago, on premses wthin 100 feet of any

church or school where the church or school has been
established wthin such 100 feet since the issuance of the
original license. |In the case of a church, the distance of
100 feet shall be neasured to the nearest part of any
bui |l ding used for worship services or educational prograns
and not to property boundari es.

Nothing in this Section shall prohibit the issuance of a
retail |icense authorizing the sale of alcoholic liquor to a
restaurant, the primary business of which is the sale of
goods baked on the premses if (i) the restaurant is newy
constructed and located on a |lot of not |ess than 10, 000
square feet, (ii) the restaurant costs at |east $1,000,000 to
construct, (iii) the licensee is the titleholder to the
prem ses and resi des on the premses, and (iv) the
construction of the restaurant is conpleted within 18 nonths
of the effective date of this anendatory Act of 1998.

Nothing in this Section shall prohibit the issuance of a
retail license authorizing the sale of alcoholic |I|iquor
incidental to a restaurant if (1) the primary busi ness of the
restaurant consists of the sale of food where the sale of
liquor is incidental to the sale of food and the applicant is
a conpletely new owner of the restaurant, (2) the inmediately
prior owner or operator of the prem ses where the restaurant
is located operated the prem ses as a restaurant and held a
valid retail license authorizing the sale of alcoholic |iquor
at the restaurant for at |east part of the 24 nonths before
t he change of ownership, and (3) the restaurant is |ocated 75
or nore feet froma school

In the interest of further developing Illinois' econony
in the area of comerce, tourism convention, and banquet
business, nothing in this Section shall prohibit issuance of

a retail license authorizing the sale of alcoholic beverages
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to a restaurant, banquet facility, grocery store, or hotel
having not fewer than 150 guest room accommopdations |ocated
in a muni ci pal ity of nor e t han 500, 000 per sons,
notwi thstanding the proximty of such hotel, restaurant,
banquet facility, or grocery store to any church or school,
if the licensed prem ses described on the |icense are |ocated
wi thin an enclosed mall or building of a height of at |east 6
stories, or 60 feet in the case of a building that has been
registered as a national landmark, or in a grocery store
having a mnimm of 56,010 square feet of floor space in a
single story building in an open nmall of at |least 3.96 acres
that is adjacent to a public school that opened as a boys
techni cal high school in 1934, and in each of these cases if
the sale of alcoholic liquors is not the principal business
carried on by the licensee.

For purposes of this Section, a "banquet facility" is any
part of a building that caters to private parties and where
the sale of alcoholic liquors is not the principal business.

Nothing in this Section shall prohibit the issuance of a
license to a church or private school to sell at retai
al coholic liquor if any such sales are limted to periods
when groups are assenbled on the premses solely for the
pronotion of some comon object other than the sale or
consunption of alcoholic |iquors.

Not hing in this Section shall prohibit a church or church

affiliated school located in a hone rule nunicipality or in a

muni cipality with 75,000 or nore inhabitants from | ocating
W t hin 100 feet of a property for which there is a
preexisting license to sell alcoholic liquor at retail. I n
t hese instances, the local zoning authority nmay, by ordi nance
adopted simultaneously wth the granting of an initial
speci al use zoning permt for the church or church affiliated
school, provide that the 100-foot restriction in this Section

shall not apply to that church or church affiliated schoo
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
