Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Nursing and Advanced Practice Nursing Act

i s anended by changi ng Section 20-40 as foll ows:

Sec. 20-40. Fund. There is hereby created within the
State Treasury the Nursing Dedicated and Professional Fund.
The nonies in the Fund nay be used by and at the direction of
the Departnent for the adm nistration and enforcenent of this
Act, including but not limted to:

(a) Distribution and publication of the Nursing and
Advanced Practice Nursing Act and the rules at the tinme
of renewal to all persons licensed by the Departnent
under this Act.

(b) Enpl oynment of secretari al, nur si ng,
adm nistrative, enforcenent, and other staff for the
adm ni stration of this Act.

(c) Conducting a survey, as prescribed by rule of
the Departnent, once every 4 years during the |icense
renewal peri od.

(d) Conducting of training semnars for |icensees
under this Act relating to t he obl i gati ons,
responsi bilities, enforcenent and ot her provisions of the
Act and its rules.

(d-5) Establishnment of a nursing image program to

educate the general public about the critical role nurses

play in the delivery of health services to result in the

recruitnent of a greater nunber of persons entering the

profession. The program established by the Department
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be devel oped and i mpl enented in coll aboration wth

Il1linois Nur ses Association and the Illinois

Coalition for Nursing Resources.

(e) Disposition of Fees:

(1i) Al of the fees and fines collected
pursuant to this Act shall be deposited in the
Nur si ng Dedi cated and Prof essional Fund.

(tit) For the fiscal vyear beginning July 1,
1988, the noneys deposited in the Nursing Dedicated
and Professional Fund shall be appropriated to the
Departnent for expenses of the Departnent and the
Board in the admnistration of this Act. All
earnings received frominvestnment of noneys in the
Nur si ng Dedi cated and Professional Fund shall be
deposited in the Nursing Dedicated and Prof essional
Fund and shall be used for the sane purposes as fees
deposited in the Fund.

(tv) For the fiscal year beginning July 1,
2001 and for each fiscal year thereafter, $750, 000
of the noneys deposited in the Nursing Dedicated and
Prof essi onal Fund each year shall be set aside and
appropriated to the [Illinois Departnent of Public
Heal th for nursing schol arshi ps awarded pursuant to
t he Nur si ng Educati on Schol arship Law.
Representatives of the Departnment and the Nursing
Educati on Schol arshi p Program Advi sory Council shal
review this requirenent and the schol arshi p awards
every 2 years.

(iv-5) For the fiscal year beginning July 1,

2002, $3,500,000 of the noneys deposited into the

Nur si ng Dedi cated and Prof essi onal Fund shall be

appropriated to the Departnent to be used within 2

fiscal vyears of the effective dat e of this
