Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Firearm Owmers ldentification Card Act is

anended by changi ng Section 6 as foll ows:

(430 ILCS 65/6) (from Ch. 38, par. 83-6)

Sec. 6. Contents of Firearm Owmer's ldentification Card.

(a) A FirearmOmer's ldentification Card, issued by the
Department of State Police at the sueh places that as the
Director of the Departnent shall specify, shall contain the
applicant's nanme, residence, date of birth, sex, physical
description, recent photograph and signature. Each Firearm
Ower's ldentification Card mnust have the expiration date
bol dl y and conspi cuously di splayed on the face of the card.
Each Firearm Omer's ldentification Card nust have printed on
it the following: "CAUTION - This card does not permt bearer
to UNLAWFULLY carry or wuse firearns." Before Decenber 1,
2002, the Departnent may use a person's digital photograph
and signature from his or her Illinois driver's |license or
Il'linois lIdentification Card, if available. On and after
Decenber 1, 2002, the Departnment shall use a person's digital
phot ograph and signature fromhis or her Illinois driver's
license or Illinois lIdentification Card, if available. The
Department shall decline to use a person's digital photograph
or signature if the digital photograph or signature is the
result of or associated with fraudulent or erroneous data,
unl ess otherw se provided by |aw

(b) A person appl yi ng for a Firearm Omer's
| dentification Card shall consent to the Departnent of State
Police wusing the applicant's digital driver's license or

I1linois Identification Card photograph, if available, and

signature on the applicant's Firearm Owmer's Identification
Card. The Secretary of State shall allow the Departnment of
State Police access to the photograph and signature for the
purpose of identifying the applicant and issuing to the
applicant a Firearm Omer's ldentification Card.

(c) The Secretary of State shall conduct a study to
determ ne the cost and feasibility of creating a nethod of

adding an identifiable code, background, or other neans on

the driver's license or Illinois Identification Card to show
that an individual is not disqualified from owning or
possessing a firearm under State or federal |[|aw The

Secretary shall report the findings of this study 12 nonths
after the effective date of this anendatory Act of the 92nd
General Assenbly.
