8 (a) A person conmmts theft when he know ngly:

9 (1) Obtains or exerts wunauthorized control over
10 property of the owner; or

11 (2) CObtains by deception control over property of
12 t he owner; or

13 (3) Obtains by threat control over property of the
14 owner; or

15 (4) Obtains control over stolen property know ng
16 t he property to have been stolen or wunder such
17 circunstances as woul d reasonably induce him to believe
18 that the property was stolen; or

19 (5) Obtains or exerts control over property in the
20 custody of any |aw enforcenent agency which is explicitly
21 represented to himby any | aw enforcenment officer or any
22 individual acting in behalf of a | aw enforcenent agency
23 as being stolen, and

24 (A) Intends to deprive the owner permanently
25 of the use or benefit of the property; or

26 (B) Knowi ngly wuses, conceals or abandons the
27 property in such manner as to deprive the owner
28 permanently of such use or benefit; or

29 (C© Uses, conceals, or abandons the property
30 knowi ng such use, conceal nent or abandonnent
31 probably w Il deprive the owner permanently of such
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use or benefit.
(b) Sentence.

(1) Theft of property not fromthe person and not
exceeding $300 in value is a Class A mi sdeneanor.

(1.1) Theft of property not fromthe person and not
exceeding $300 in value is a Class 4 felony if the theft
was conmtted in a school or place of worship.

(2) A person who has been convicted of theft of
property not from the person and not exceeding $300 in
val ue who has been previously convicted of any type of
theft, robbery, arned robbery, burglary, residential
burgl ary, possession of burglary tools, hone invasion,
forgery, a violation of Section 4-103, 4-103.1, 4-103.2,
or 4-103.3 of the Illinois Vehicle Code relating to the
possession of a stolen or converted notor vehicle, or a
violation of Section 8 of the Illinois Credit Card and
Debit Card Act is guilty of a Class 4 felony. Wen a
person has any such prior conviction, the information or
i ndi ctment charging that person shall state such prior
conviction so as to give notice of the State's intention
to treat the charge as a felony. The fact of such prior
conviction is not an elenent of the offense and may not
be disclosed to the jury during trial unless otherw se
permtted by issues properly raised during such trial.

(3) (Blank).

(4) Theft of property fromthe person not exceeding
$300 in value, or theft of property exceeding $300 and
not exceedi ng $10,000 in value, is a Class 3 felony.

(4.1) Theft of property from the person not
exceeding $300 in value, or theft of property exceeding
$300 and not exceeding $10,000 in value, is a dass 2
felony if the theft was commtted in a school or place of
wor shi p.

(5) Theft of property exceeding $10,000 and not
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exceedi ng $100,000 in value is a Cass 2 felony.

(5.1) Theft of property exceeding $10,000 and not
exceeding $100,000 in value is a Cass 1 felony if the
theft was commtted in a school or place of worship.

(6) Theft of property exceeding $100,000 in value
is a Cass 1 felony.

(6.1) Theft of property exceeding $100, 000 in val ue
is a Cass X felony if the theft was commtted in a
school or place of worship.

(7) Theft by deception, as described by paragraph
(2) of subsection (a) of +this Section, in which the
of f ender obtai ned noney or property valued at $5,000 or
nmore froma victim®60 years of age or older is a Cass 2
f el ony.

(8) Theft of a poisonous gas, deadly biological or

chemi cal contam nant or agent, or radi oactive substance

is a Cass X fel ony.

(c) When a charge of theft of property exceeding a
specified value 1is brought, the value of the property
involved is an elenment of the offense to be resolved by the
trier of fact as either exceeding or not exceeding the
speci fi ed val ue.
