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AN ACT concerning forest preserve districts.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Downstate Forest Preserve District Act is

anended by changi ng Section 13.1 as foll ows:

(70 ILCS 805/13.1) (fromCh. 96 1/2, par. 6324)

Sec. 13.1. (a) After the first Monday in Cctober and by
the first Mnday in Decenber in each year, the board shal
| evy the general taxes for the district by general categories
for the next fiscal year. A certified copy of the I|evy
ordinance shall be filed with the county clerk by the |ast
Tuesday i n Decenber each year.

(b) In forest preserve districts with a population of
|l ess than 3,000,000, the anount of taxes l|levied for general
corporate purposes for a fiscal year nmay not exceed the rate
of .06% of the value, as -equalized or assessed by the
Depart ment of Revenue, of the taxable property therein.

(c) In forest preserve districts | ocat ed within

W nnebago County, the anount of taxes |levied for general

corporate purposes for a fiscal year nay not exceed the rate

of .10% of the value, as equalized or assessed by the

Departnent of Revenue, of the taxable property therein. The

tax may not be levied until the question of |evying the tax

has been submtted to the electors of the district at a

reqular election and approved by a majority of the electors

voting on the guestion. The board nust certify the question

to the proper election authority, which nust subnt the

question at an election in accordance with the El ecti on Code.

The election authority nust subnt the question in

substantially the following form

The el ection authority nust record the votes as "Yes" or

If a npjority of the electors voting on the question vote

in t he affirmative, the forest preserve district may

thereafter |levy the tax.

(d) In addition, in forest preserve districts having a
popul ation of 100,000 or nore but |ess than 3,000,000, the
board may l evy t axes for constructi ng, restoring
recondi tioning, reconstructing and acquiring inprovenents and
for the developnent of +the forests and lands of such
district, the anount of which tax each fiscal year shall be
extended at a rate not to exceed .025% of the assessed val ue
of all taxable property as equalized by the Departnent of
Revenue.

(e) Al such taxes and rates are exclusive of the taxes
required for the paynment of the principal of and interest on
bonds, and exclusive of taxes levied for enployees' annuity
and benefit purposes.

(f) The rate of tax levied for general corporate
purposes in a forest preserve district may not be increased
by virtue of this anendatory Act of 1977 unl ess the board
first adopts a resolution authorizing such increase and
publishes notice thereof in a newspaper having general
circulation in the district at |east once not |ess than 45
days prior to the effective date of the increase. The notice
shall include a statenent of (1) the specific nunber of
voters required to sign a petition requesting that the
question of the adoption of the resolution be submtted to
the electors of the district; (2) the tinme in which the
petition nmust be filed; and (3) the date of the prospective

ref erendum The Secretary of the district shall provide a
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petition formto any individual requesting one. If, no later
than 30 days after the publication of such notice, petitions
signed by voters of the district equal to 10% or nore of the
regi stered voters of the district, as determ ned by reference
to the nunber of voters registered at the next preceding
general election, and residing in the district are presented
to the board expressing opposition to the increase, the
proposition nmust first be certified by the board to the
proper election officials, who shall submt the proposition
to the legal voters of the district at an election in
accordance wth the general election |aw and approved by a
majority of those voting on the proposition.

(g) The rate of the tax levied for general corporate
purposes in a forest preserve district may be increased, up
to the maximnumrate identified in this Section, by the Board
by a resolution calling for the subm ssion of the question of
increasing the rate to the voters of the district in
accordance wth the general election |law. The question nust
be in substantially the follow ng form

"Shall (name of district) be authorized to establish
its general corporate tax rate at (insert rate) on the
equal i zed assessed value on taxable property |ocated
within the district for its general purposes, including
education, outdoor recreation, maintenance, operations,
public safety at the forest preserves, trails, and other
properties of the district (and, optionally, insert any
ot her lawful purposes or prograns determned by the

Board) .

The ballot nust have printed on it, but not as part of
the proposition submtted, the followng: "The approximte
i npact of t he proposed increase on the owner of a
single-famly hone having a market value of (insert value)
woul d be (insert anount) in the first year of the increase if

the increase is fully inplenented." The bal |l ot may have
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printed on it, but not as part of the proposition, one or
both of the followng: "The last tax rate extended for the
purposes of the district was (insert rate). The last rate
increase approved for the purposes of the district was in
(insert year)." No other information needs to be included on
t he ball ot.

The votes nust be recorded as "Yes" or "No".

If a majority of the electors voting on the question vote
in the affirmative, the district may thereafter | evy the tax.
