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AN ACT with regard to education

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The School Code is anended by changing

Section 14-15.01 as foll ows:

Aut hority.

(a) (1) The Community and Residential Services Authority
i s hereby created and shall consist of the follow ng nenbers:

A representative of the State Board of Educati on;

Four Three representatives of the Departnent of Human

Services, with one nenber from the Division of Community

Heal t h and Prevention, one nenber from the Ofice of

Devel opmental Disabilities of the Division of Disability and

Behavi or al Health Services, one nenber fromthe Ofice of

Mental Health of the Division of Disability and Behavioral

Heal t h Servi ces, and one menber of the Ofice of

Rehabilitation Services of the Division of D sability and

Behavi oral Heal th Servi ces;

A representative of the Departnment of Children and Famly
Servi ces;

A-represent ative- of -t he- Depart rent - of - Publ t €- Heal t h:

A representative of the Departnent of Corrections;

A representative of the Department of Public A d;

A representative of the Attorney GCeneral's Disability
Ri ghts Advocacy Divi sion;

The Chairperson and Mnority Spokesperson of the House
and Senate Committees on Elenentary and Secondary Educati on
or their designees; and

Si x persons appointed by the Governor. Five of such
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appoi ntees shall be experienced or know edgeable relative to
provision of services for individuals with a behavi or
di sorder or a severe enotional disturbance and shall include
representatives of both the private and public sectors,
except that no nore than 2 of those 5 appoi ntees may be from
the public sector and at Ileast 2 nust be or have been
directly i nvol ved in provi si on of services to such
i ndividuals. The remai ni ng nenber appointed by the Governor
shall be or shall have been a parent of an individual with a
behavi or di sorder or a severe enotional disturbance, and that
appoi ntee may be from either the private or the public
sector.

(2) Menbers appointed by the Governor shall be appointed
for terns of 4 years and shall continue to serve until their
respective successors are appointed; provided that the terns
of the original appointees shall expire on August 1, 1990,
and the termof the additional nenber appointed under this
anmendatory Act of 1992 shall commence upon the appoi nt nent
and expire August 1, 1994. Any vacancy in the office of a
menber appoi nt ed by the Governor shall be filled by
appoi ntment of the Governor for the remainder of the term

A vacancy in the office of a nenber appointed by the
Governor exists when one or nore of the follow ng events
occur :

(1) An appointee dies;
(i) An appointee files a witten resignation wth

t he Governor;

(ti1) An appointee ceases to be a |l egal resident of
the State of Illinois; or

(tv) An appointee fails to attend a majority of
regul arly schedul ed Authority neetings in a fiscal year.

Menbers who are representatives of an agency shall serve
at the will of the agency head. Menbership on the Authority

shal | cease i medi ately upon cessation of their affiliation
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with the agency. |If such a vacancy occurs, the appropriate
agency head shal|l appoint another person to represent the
agency.

If a legislative nenber of the Authority ceases to be
Chairperson or Mnority Spokesperson of the desi gnat ed
Commttees, they shall automatically be replaced on the
Authority by the person who assunes the position of
Chai rperson or Mnority Spokesperson.

(b) The Community and Residential Services Authority
shall have the foll ow ng powers and duties:

(1) To conduct surveys to determne the extent of
need, the degree to which docunented need is currently
being nmet and feasible alternatives for mtching need
W th resources.

(2) To develop policy statenents for interagency
cooperation to cover all aspects of service delivery,
including laws, regulations and procedures, and clear
gui delines for determning responsibility at all tines.

(3) To recommend policy statenments and provide
information regarding effective progranms for delivery of

services to all individuals under 22 years of age with a

behavi or disorder or a severe enotional disturbance in
public or private situations.

(4) To reviewthe criteria for service eligibility,
provi si on and availability est abl i shed by t he
government al agencies represented on this Authority, and
to reconmmend changes, additions or deletions to such
criteria.

(5 To develop and submt to the Governor, the
CGener al Assenbl y, t he Directors of the agencies
represented on the Authority, and the State Board of

Education a naster plan for individuals under 22 years of

age wth a behavior disorder or a severe enotional

di sturbance, including detailed plans of service ranging
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from the least to the nost restrictive options; and to

assi st local comunities, upon request, in developing or

strengt heni ng col | aborative interagency networks.

(6) To develop a process for naking determ nations
in situations where there is a dispute relative to a plan
of service for individuals or funding for a plan of
servi ce.

(7) To provide technical assistance to parents,
servi ce consuners, providers, and nenber agency personnel
regarding statutory responsibilities of human service and
educati onal agencies, and to provide such assistance as
deened necessary to appropriately access needed servi ces.
(c) (1) The nenbers of the Authority shall receive no

conpensation for their services but shall be entitled to
r ei mbur senent of reasonabl e expenses i ncurred whi |l e
performng their duties.

(2) The Authority may appoint special study groups to
operate under the direction of the Authority and persons
appoi nted to such groups shall receive only reinbursenent of
reasonabl e expenses incurred in the performance of their
duti es.

(3) The Authority shall elect from its nmenbership a
chai r person, vice-chairperson and secretary.

(4) The Authority may enploy and fix the conpensation of
such enpl oyees and technical assistants as it deens necessary
to carry out its powers and duties wunder this Act. Staff
assistance for the Authority shall be provided by the State
Board of Educati on.

(5 Funds for the ordinary and contingent expenses of
the Authority shall be appropriated to the State Board of
Education in a separate line item

(d) (1) The Authority shall have power to promulgate
rules and regulations to carry out its powers and duties

under this Act.
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(2) The Authority may accept nonetary gifts or grants
from the federal governnment or any agency thereof, from any
charitabl e foundation or professional association or from any
ot her reputable source for inplenentation of any program
necessary or desirable to the carrying out of the general
pur poses of the Authority. Such gifts and grants may be held
in trust by the Authority and expended in the exercise of its
powers and performance of its duties as prescribed by | aw

(3) The Authority shall submt an annual report of its
activities and expenditures to the Governor, the Ceneral
Assenbly, the directors of agencies represented on the
Aut hority, and the State Superintendent of Educati on.
