represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Public Uilities Act is anended by
changi ng Sections 8-205 and 10-106 and addi ng Section 8-205.5

as foll ows:

Sec. 8-205. Termnation of service used for space

heating or cooling. Termnation of gas and electric wutility

service to all residential users, including all tenants of
mast er met ered apartnent buil dings, for nonpaynent of bills,
where gas or electricity is used as the only source of space
heating or cooling or to control or operate the only space

heati ng equi pnment or cooling equipnent, such as air

conditioners and fans, at the residence is prohibited,

1. on any day when the National Wather Service
forecast for the follow ng 24 hours covering the area of
the utility in which the residence is |located includes a
f or ecast t hat the tenperature wll be 32 degrees
Fahrenheit or bel ow, or

2. on any day preceding a holiday or a weekend when
such a forecast indicated that the tenperature will be 32
degrees Fahrenheit or below during the holiday or
weekend; -

3. on any day when the National Wather Service

forecast for the following 24 hours covering the area of

the wutility in which the residence is |located includes a

forecast that there will be a heat advisory:; or

4. on any day preceding a holiday or a weekend when

such a forecast indicates that there wll be a heat

advi sory during the holiday or weekend.

Termnation of service used for space

heating or cooling; Commission rules. Ternination of gas and

electric utility service to all residential users, including

al | tenant s of nmsternetered apartnent buildings, for

nonpaynent of bills, where gas or electricity is used as the

only source of space heating or cooling or to control or

operate the only space heating equi pnent or cooling

equi pnent , such as air conditioners and fans, at the

residence may be prohibited if the Commerce Conmmi ssion

deternines, pursuant to its energency rule nmaking authority

under Section 5-45 of the Illinois Adm nistrative Procedure

Act, the foll ow ng:

(1) extrenme weather conditions exist that may

jeopardi ze the public health, safety, and wel fare;

(2) a price spike occurs that affects consuner

affordability of the gas or electric utility service; or

(3) any other ener gency si tuati on t hat t he

Conmmi ssi on deens appropri ate.

Sec. 10-106. Subpoenas; w tnesses:; depositions.

I[llinois Suprene Court Rules 201 through 213 shall apply

to proceedi ngs before the Illinois Commerce Conmi ssi on.

Al'l subpoenas issued under the terns of this Act may be
served by any person of full age. The fees of w tnesses for
attendance and travel shall be the sanme as fees of w tnesses
before the circuit courts of this State, such fees to be paid
when the witness is excused fromfurther attendance, when the
witness is subpoenaed at the instance of the Comm ssion, er

any comm ssioner, any eor hearing examner, or any interested

party to any proceedi ng before the Conmm ssi on; and when the
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witness is subpoenaed at the instance of the Conmi ssion, any

commi ssioner, or any hearing exam ner, the disbursenents nade

in the paynent of such fees shall be audited and paid in the
sane manner as are other expenses of the Comm ssi on.
Whenever a subpoena is issued at the instance of a
conpl ai nant, respondent, or other party to any proceeding
before the Comm ssion, the Conmm ssion may require that the
cost of service thereof and the fee of the witness shall be
borne by the party at whose instance the wtness i s sumoned,
and the Comm ssion shall have power, in its discretion, to
require a deposit to cover the cost of such service and
witness fees and the paynent of the legal witness fee and
mleage to the witness when served with subpoena. A subpoena
i ssued as aforesaid shall be served in the sane manner as a
subpoena i ssued out of a court.

Any person, party, corporation, or organization who shal

be served with a subpoena to appear and testify, or to
produce books, papers, accounts or docunents, issued by the

Commi ssion or by any interested party, comm ssioner, or

hearing exam ner, in the course of any proceedi ng an-tnqukfy;

tAvesttgation--of--hearitng conducted under any of t he

provisions of this Act, and who refuses or negl ects refuse-or

negleet to appear, or to testify, or to produce books,
papers, accounts and docunments relevant to said inquiry,
i nvestigation or hearing as commanded in such subpoena, shal
be guilty of a Class A m sdeneanor.

Any circuit court of this State, upon application of the
Commi ssion, efr a conm ssioner, a of hearing exam ner, or_ _any

i nt erested party may;---tn--tts--diseretton; conpel the

attendance of wi tnesses, the production of books, papers,
accounts and docunents, and the giving of testinony before
t he Comm ssion, or before any such comm ssioner or hearing
exam ner, by an attachnent for contenpt or otherwi se, in the

sanme manner as production of evidence may be conpell ed before
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the court.

The clerk of the Illinois Commerce Comm ssion shall from

tine to time i ssue subpoenas for witnesses as nmay be required

by any interested party to a proceedi ng pending before the

Commi ssion. An order of the Conm ssion, a conmni SSioner, or a

hearing officer is not required to obtain issuance by the

clerk of a subpoena or subpoena duces tecum For good cause

shown, the Comm ssion, or a hearing officer presiding over a

proceeding, on notion, nay quash or nodify any subpoena or,

in the case of a subpoena duces tecum condition the denial

of the notion upon paynent in advance by the person in whose

behal f the subpoena is issued of the reasonable expense of

produci ng any itemtherein specified.

In any proceeding before the Conmmission, any party

thereto or any person for whose i nmedi ate benefit the action

is prosecuted or defended, or the officers, directors,

managi ng agents, foreman, or know edgeable enployee of any

party to the proceeding, may be called and examned as if

under cross exam nation at the instance of any adverse party.

The party calling for the exam nation nay rebut the testinony

thus given by counter-testinony and nay i npeach the w tness

by proof of prior inconsistent statenments.

The Conmm ssion, er a conm ssioner, a of hearing exam ner,
or any party may, in any proceedi ng tnvesttgatton-of - heart ng
before the Conm ssion, cause the deposition of wtnesses
residing within or wthout the State to be taken in the
manner prescribed by Jlaw for |I|ike depositions in civil
actions in the courts of this State and, to that end, may
conpel the attendance of wtnesses and the production of

papers, books, accounts, and docunents. The Commi ssion's

policy on discovery may not discourage the use of fornm

di scovery tools such as depositions or subpoenas in favor of

ot her di scovery tools.

The Comm ssion may require, by order served on any public
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utility in the manner provided herein for the service of
orders, the production wthin this State at such tinme and
pl ace as it may designate, of any books, accounts, papers or
docunents kept by any public utility operating within this
State in any office or place without this State, or, at its
opti on, verified copies in lieu thereof, so that an
exam nation thereof may be made by the Comm ssion or under
its direction.
