"teacher” for purposes of this Article. A person who has
received a single-sum retirenent benefit under Section
16-136.4 of +this Article is not a "teacher"” for purposes of
this Article.

Such annuitant is not entitled to a reconputation of his
or her retirenment annuity unless at |east one full year of
creditable service is rendered after the latest re-entry into
service and the annuitant nust have rendered at | east 3 years
of creditable service after last re-entry into service to
qualify for a reconputation of the retirenment annuity based
on anendnments enacted while in receipt of a retirenent
annuity, except when retirenment was due to disability.

However, regardl ess of age, an annuitant in receipt of a
retirement annuity may be given tenporary enploynent by a
school board not exceeding that permtted under Section
16-118 and continue to receive the retirement annuity.

(c) Unless retirenent was necessitated by disability, a
retirement shall be considered cancelled and the retirenent
al l onance nust be repaid in full if the annuitant is enpl oyed
as a teacher within the school year during which service was
t erm nat ed.

(d) An annuitant's retirement which does not include a
period of at |east one full and conplete school year shall be
considered cancelled and the retirenment annuity nust be
repaid in full unless such retirenent was necessitated by
di sability.

(b) A person receiving a retirement annuity under this

Article (other than a disability retirenent annuity) is

eligible to participate in the program established under this

Section if he or she:

(1) returns to active enploynent as a pernanent,

full-tine or part-tine, classroom teacher in a public

elenentary or secondary school inthis State after the

effective date of this anendatory Act of the 92nd Genera

Assenbly and before July 1, 2006;

(2) teaches in either (i) a school that is |ocated

in aregion that is experiencing a shortage of teachers,

as deternmined by the State Board of Education, or (ii) a

subject area that is affected by a shortage of qualified

teachers, as deternined by the State Board of Educati on.

(3) is fully qualified and certificated for that

t eachi ng position;

(4) began receiving the retirenent annuity at | east

6 nonths before the return to teaching;

(5) has not recei ved any early retirenent

i ncentives under Section 16-133.3, 16-133.4, or 16-133.5;
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and

(6) notifies the System in witing of his or her

desire to participate in the program established under

this Section, on or before the return to enpl oynent.

(c) A qualified participant nay continue to participate

in the program established under this Section so long as he

or she remmins enployed in accordance with the requirenents

of subsection (b).

(d) For the purposes of this Article, a participant in

t he program establi shed under this Section shall be deened an

active teacher in the System for the duration of the

enploynent that is the basis of that participation. During

that participation, both enmpl oyee and enpl oyer contri butions

shal | be nmade to the Systemin the sane manner as for other

teachers, and the participant shall earn additional service

credit in the sane anbunts as ot her teachers.

For the purposes of Article 20, however, a participant in

t he program establi shed under this Section shall be deened to

be an annuitant receiving a retirenent annuity.

(e) Notw thstandi ng t he ot her provisions of this

Article:

A participant in the program established under this

Section shall <continue to receive his or her retirenent

Thr oughout the period of participation in the program

the participant's retirenent annuity shall be recal cul ated on

each July 1. The recalculation shall include the additional

service credit earned by the partici pant during the precedi ng

12 nonths and any one-tine or autonmatic annual increases that

have accrued, but shall use the same final average salary

that was wused to calculate the retirenent annuity granted

before participation in this program began.

retirement, to receive a partial refund of contributions nmade
under this Section for service occurring after the later of
June 30, 1998 or attainnment of 34 years of creditable
service, in an anount equal to 1.00% of the salary upon which
t hose contributions were based.

State, if any, are currently experiencing a shortage of

qualified teachers, and (ii) which subject areas, if any, are

currently affected by a shortage of qualified teachers in

this State.
(b) Any regional superi nt endent, school district,
school, or active or retired teacher nay file a request with

the State Board, asking for a re-evaluation of the shortage

status of a specific region or subject area.
