WHEREAS, Effective January 1, 1990, all notorists in the
State of Illinois are prohibited fromoperating any vehicle
unless a liability insurance policy covering the vehicle is
in effect and proof of such coverage is carried by the

operator of the vehicle; and

WHEREAS, Subsequent additions to the mandatory vehicle
i nsurance |aws have required sanpling of previous violators,
i ncreased reinstatenent fees, safety responsibility insurance
coverage, and one-tine only court supervision for wuninsured

nmotorists; and

WHEREAS, The Departnment of |Insurance estimates that as of
1998, 4.3%of the notorists in lllinois failed to acquire the

legally required notor vehicle insurance; and

VWHEREAS, Insured notorists in [Illinois pay additional
premuns for uninsured notorists coverage and often are
required to pay deductibles for accidents invol ving uninsured

nmotori sts; and

VWHEREAS, Additional steps such as showing proof of
insurance at the tinme of registering or renewing a vehicle's
registration may aid in further reducing the nunber of

uninsured in Illinois; and

WHEREAS, Further studying the effectiveness of the
current mandatory insurance |aws and pot enti al future
legislation may help to reduce the nunber of uninsured

nmotorists; therefore, be it
