area, the first 1in 1888, that enpl oyed many area residents
even through the Depression; the area was first known as
Sherwood Corners, then changed to Lake City and finally to
Lake Villa; Lake Villa went from Indian territory to

i ncorporation in just 65 years; and

VWHEREAS, Lake Villa was a major destination resort area
for approximately 50 vyears around the turn of the 20th
century; train service was established on July 26, 1886
bringi ng vacationers to the resorts and taking carloads of

ice and mlk to Chicago; and

VWHEREAS, The area |akes were a source of ice harvesting
by the Kni ckerbocker |Ice Conpany for use in Chicago before
refrigeration, providing winter enploynent for area farners;

and

WHEREAS, The Village of Lake Villa continued its
expansion wth the establishments of the Volunteer Fire
Department in 1933, the District Library in 1952, the Rescue

Squad in 1956, and nost recently, a business park, Park
