menbers perished during the Hol ocaust; these early influences
in hislifeled himto his lifelong fight against raci smand

di scrim nati on; and

WHEREAS, In 1963 Rabbi Frankel noved to Wlnette,
[I'linois; in 1968 he founded Am Yisrael in Northfield; during
the 1960's he was a vital part of the Cvil R ghts Myvenent,
traveling to Selma to march with Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr.
and bringing Dr. King in 1965 to Wnnetka for a speech to

achieve fair housing on the North Shore; and

WHEREAS, In his struggle against discrimnation, Rabbi
Frankel worked with the village of Wlnette to adopt a fair
housi ng ordinance; he also served on the WInette Housing
Conmm ssion and was <chair of the North Shore Interfaith
Housing Council; in the 1990s he accepted an assignnment from
the village to hel p abate opposition to group hones for the

mentally ill; and

WHEREAS, Rabbi Frankel was nanmed the 1995 Senior Citizen
of the Year by the Wl nette Chanber of Comrerce; he was al so

an active nenber of the Wlnette Rotary C ub; and

VHEREAS, Rabbi Frankel al so had served as rabbi of Beth

Hillel Congregation in Wlnette; in 1994 he retired as rabb
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of Am Yisrael and received congratulations from President

dinton; and

VWHEREAS, Rabbi Frankel, who recei ved an honorary
doctorate from the Jewi sh Theol ogi cal Sem nary in New York,
was active in inter-faith conmunication by inviting nenbers
of other religions to his tenple and by joining in the

Cat hol i c-Jewi sh Schol ar's Di al ogue; and

WHEREAS, The congregation of Am Yisrael honored Rabb
Frankel and his wfe, Toby, by nam ng their new school the

Rabbi WIliam and Toby Frankel Education Center; and

WHEREAS, The passing of Rabbi WIlliam Frankel wll be
deeply felt by all who |oved and were touched by this man,
especially his loving wife, Toby Dubin Frankel; his children,
David (w fe, Janice Gagerman) Frankel, Joshua Frankel, Dani el
