WHEREAS, The Linmestone Township Fire Protection District
began in January 1951 when, after discussing the need for a
fire departnment, township residents held a public neeting to
establish the District and to set up a fund to cover the

expense of establishing the District; and

WHEREAS, Subsequent to the creation of the District,
trustees were el ected who then purchased a 1951 fire engine;
with the hard work of the fire departnent nenbers, the old
town hall was converted into a fire station; nenbers donated
their time to pour a concrete floor, install doors, and

perform ot her work in building; and

WHEREAS, In 1957, a new fire station was constructed
consisting of 3 truck bays, a neeting room and a kitchen;
this facility was subsequently expanded over the years and

addi tional truck bays were built;

WHEREAS, 5 years ago the volunteer nenbers of the fire
departnment and the comunity began planning a new fire
station that, after 5 vyears of planning, has now becone a
reality; this new fire station has 6 drive-through bays,
adm nistrative offices, high-tech training facilities, and

day crew staff accommobdati ons; and

WHEREAS, Today the Linestone Township Fire Protection
District area consists of 56 subdivisions serving nore than

5,000 residents; therefore, be it
