through its representatives in Illinois and the Consul ate
General of Mexico, to work together to create a reciproca
programthat would allow Illinois residents to attend Mexican
colleges at resident tuition rates and Mexican residents,
irrespective of their mgratory status, to attend 1Illinois'
public colleges and universities at resident tuition rates;

RESOLVED, That the State of Illinois is further urged to
follow the lead of the State of California by creating a
reci procal schol arship programwhereby a certain nunber of
II'linois citizens would receive tuition waivers to attend
institutions of higher education in Mxico and a certain
nunber of Mexican citizens would receive tuition waivers to
attend institutions of higher education in Illinois; and be
