18    from  all  over  the  United  States  have  responded to this

19    tragedy by volunteering in the search and rescue  efforts  in

20    New  York,  Arlington,  Virginia  and Pennsylvania; they have

21    willingly put their lives at risk in honor  of  their  fallen

22    comrades  who  lost their lives trying to rescue thousands of

23    workers in the World Trade Center; therefore, be it
