VWHEREAS, M. Rosen was born in New York Gty in 1915, and
graduated from Yale College and the Col onbia University Law
School in 1937; he then went on to work in the Justice
Departnent's espi onage and sabotage unit, where he prosecuted
Cerman spies and saboteurs; shortly thereafter, M. Rosen was
drafted into the Arny and served in France and Bel gium after
the Arnmy, he served as special assistant to the attorney
general prosecuting war-fraud cases; in 1947, he becane a
menber of the U S. delegation to the United Nations, acting
as legal advisor to the UN special commttee that drafted the
genoci de treaty; and

WHEREAS, M. Rosen becane active in the civil rights
novenent when he was hired under President Harry Truman in
1947 as the U.S. Justice Departnent's first «civil rights
section chief; during the 1960s, M. Rosen was involved in

organi zing Soldier Field civil rights rallies where Martin
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Lut her King, Jr. spoke; he was awarded the Chi cago Conm ssion
on Human Rel ati ons' Thomas H  Wight Award for his
prof essional |eadership as well as Loyola University's

Founder's Day Award for his community service; and
