WHEREAS, The nenbers of t he Il1inois House  of
Representatives are saddened to |earn of the death Stuart R
Paddock Jr. of Rolling Meadows, who passed away April 15,
2002; and

VWHEREAS, M. Paddock was the president and publisher of
the Daily Heral d Newspaper since 1968, and publisher eneritus
since 1998; he transforned the Daily Herald froma group of
smal | -t own weeklies into one of the |l|argest and nost
successful suburban newspapers in Anerica, wth a daily
circulation of 148,856 papers, 77th largest in the country

and third-largest in Illinois; and

VWHEREAS, Stuart Paddock Jr. was born Septenber 19, 1915,
in Palatine; he began working for the famly paper, then run
by his grandfather, Hosea C. Paddock, as a "printer's devil,"
working in the re-nelt room his job was to pour nolten netal

into nolds, which were used in the linotype machi nes; and

WHEREAS, M. Paddock graduated from Knox College in
Gal esburg in 1937 with a |iberal arts degree and a mgjor in
econom cs; after hitchhiking toward California, he returned
to Illinois and worked as assistant editor at the newspaper;

and

WHEREAS, M. Paddock was called into service shortly
after Pearl Harbor and entered as a second |ieutenant,
serving as a conpany conmander in a tank destroyer battalion
with General Patton's Third Arny in Europe; he was di scharged
as a captain in 1946 and is renenbered as being a fine

officer and a real gentleman; and

VWHEREAS, M. Paddock returned to the paper after his tour
of duty and concentrated his efforts in production and the

conpany's comercial printing business; and
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VWHEREAS, M. Paddock becanme a vice president and director
of Paddock Publications in 1948; in 1968, after the death of
his father, Stuart R Paddock Sr., M. Paddock becane
presi dent and publisher; he worked closely with his brother,
the late Robert Y. Paddock, and sister, the |ate Margie
Fl anders, to build the paper up to its current status; M.
Paddock was nanmed chairman of Paddock Publications in 1986
and becane publisher eneritus in 1998; he would have
celebrated his 65th anniversary working for the paper in

June; and

VWHEREAS, M. Paddock cared deeply for his enployees and
constantly kept in good rapport with them all of whom knew

himaffectionately as "Stu"; and

VWHEREAS, Stuart Paddock Jr. was a nenber of many
organi zations, such as the Pulitzer Prize Jury in 1970 and
1971, and the Headline O ub of Chicago; he was Past president
(1960-1961) and director of the Illinois Press Association,
past Illinois State chairman of the National Newspaper
Associ ation, past director, vice president, and treasurer of
t he Suburban Newspaper Section of the National Newspaper
Association; M. Paddock was a nenber of the Business
Advi sory Council of the University of Illinois at Grcle
Canmpus, past president and current director of the Cook
County Suburban Publishers Association, past director of the
Printing Industry of Illinois, and national chairman of the

Newspaper Commttee for a Free and Conpetitive Press; and

VWHEREAS, M. Paddock was naned to the Chicago Area
Entrepreneurship Hall of Fanme in February, 2001; he was the
recipient of "Good Scout Award" from Northwest Suburban
Council, Boy Scouts of Anerica in 1995, M. Paddock was
honored by Rotary International for his philanthropic work,
as a Paul Harris Fellow in 1989, and he was recogni zed as one

of the 10 nost influential Northwest suburbanites in a survey
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conducted by the Daily Herald in 1981; and

WHEREAS, M. Paddock's interests were nunerous, including
cl assical nusic, horse racing, the Bears, and opera; he
supported the Chicago Synphony Orchestra, the Lyric Qpera,
Ravinia, the Goodman Theatre, and the El gin Synphony

Orchestra; and

WHEREAS, The passing of Stuart R Paddock Jr. wll be
deeply felt by all those who knew him and loved him
especially by his wfe, Anne; his five daughters and son;
Anne's four children; and their conbined 23 grandchildren and
four great-grandchildren, and all of the 880 enpl oyees of the

Daily Herald; therefore, be it
