District responded to 2792 requests for assistance; and

VWHEREAS, The two stations are staffed with 11 peopl e per
day with 50 conbined paid firefighters, paranedics, and part
time personnel and an office staff of two; the District had
34 volunteers in 1952; the Board of Trustees and Board of

Fire Conmm ssioners each consi st of 3 menmbers; and

VWHEREAS, The first Fire Chief was Charles Mrgan, who
served from 1947 to 1950, followed by Fred Lange from 1950 to
1955; Hal Carlson was the Fire Chief from 1955 to 1969
followed by John H Roe, Sr., from 1969 to 1993; the present
Fire Chief of the North Palos Fire Protection District is
Richard R  MKeon, who has served since 1994; therefore, be
