VWHEREAS, The citizens of Christian County will <celebrate
the 100th anniversary of the Christian County Courthouse on
Cct ober 12 and 13, 2002; and

WHEREAS, The boundaries of Christian County were founded
in 1839 and established as Dane County, in 1840 it was
renaned to Christian County, the first courthouse becane
famobus (and has been restored at the Christian County
Hi storical Society) as Abraham Lincoln devoted nearly half of
each year to traveling the E ghth Judicial Grcuit to

Taylorville in Christian County; and

WHEREAS, The second courthouse was built on the site of
the current courthouse in 1856 at a cost of $13,526, it was
recogni zed prior to 1900 that a |larger courthouse wth better
vaults was needed, the current Christian County Courthouse
was conpl eted on Septenber 20, 1902 at a cost of $100, 535. 80;

and

VWHEREAS, The Christian County Courthouse is located in
the center of the Taylorville downtown square; it is 117 feet
long, 90 feet wide, 3 stories tall, and includes a tower with

a clock, a bell, and an internal stained glass done; and

VWHEREAS, The Christian County Board has approved a
"Courthouse Preservation Fund" to renovate the third floor,
the first project is the restoration of the done, and,
t hr ough contributions from community |eaders and other
i ndi vi dual s, the el egance of the stained glass done wll be
restored and dedicated during the celebration of the 100th

Bi rthday of the courthouse; and

VWHEREAS, Prior to the celebration, the contents of a tinme
capsul e placed within a corner stone of the courthouse wlIl

be renoved, placed on display, and then reburied with a new
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time capsule; present and past judges and elected officials
(or their descendents) wll be recognized during the

weekend's activities; and

VWHEREAS, The courthouse <currently houses the GCircuit
Clerk's Ofice, t he Coroner's Ofice, t he Regional
Superintendent of Schools' Ofice, the County Treasurer's
Ofice, t he County Cerk's Ofice, the Supervisor of
Assessnent, the County Board Room and Chairman's Ofice,
several offices of Crcuit Judges, the State's Attorney's
Ofice, the Public Defender, Probation Ofices, and 3

courtroons; therefore be it

we congratulate the people of Christian County on the
