WHEREAS, After serving in the Arny for two years, he
began his <coaching career in 1954 in Waterman, |llinois,

before noving to York Hi gh School in 1956; and

VWHEREAS, In addition to 22 State cross country titles at
York, Coach Joe Newton's teans have won 24 sectional titles
plus a State track chanpionship in 2000, York's first track

title since 1939; and

VWHEREAS, Coach Joe Newt on has been named the Hi gh Schoo
Cross Country Coach of the Year sixteen tinmes by the Northern
Il'linois Track Coaches Association and was honored fifteen
times as the Illinois H gh School Coaches Association's Coach

of the Year; and

WHEREAS, Coach Joe Newton becane the first high schoo
coach selected as an A ynpic coach for the US. Mn's Track

and Field Teamin 1988; and
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WHEREAS, Coach Joe Newton is a Hall of Fame inductee of
numer ous organi zations, including the National Hi gh School
Athletic Coaches Association Hall of Fame, the United States
Track Coaches Association Hall of Fane, the Northwestern
University Hall of Fane, the United States Track and Field
Federation Hall of Fame, the Northern 1Illinois Track and
Cross Country Association Hall of Fanme, and the Gatorade

Coaches Hall of Fane, anong many others; and
