The sheriff nust adopt and

i mpl enent a witten policy that provides for the rel ease of a

person who is in the custody of the sheriff for any crim nal

or supposed crimnal matter to sworn | aw enf or cenent

personnel or to the State's Attorney for the purpose of

furthering i nvestigations into crim nal natters. Upon the

release of a person to |aw enforcenent personnel or the

State's Attorney under the witten policy of the sheriff, the

sheriff shall not be liable for any injury of any Kkind,

including but not Jlimted to death, to either the person

released or to any third party that occurs during the tine

period that the person is in the custody of other | aw

enforcenent personnel or the State's Attorney unless the

sheriff or a deputy sheriff, correctional guard, | ockup

keeper, or county enployee is quilty of wllful and wanton

conduct that proximately caused the injury.
