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AN ACT concerning el ections.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Election Code is anended by changing

Section 17-9 as foll ows:

(10 ILCS 5/17-9) (from Ch. 46, par. 17-9)

Sec. 17-09. Any person desiring to vote shall give his
name and, if required to do so, his residence to the judges
of election, one of whom shall thereupon announce the sane in
a loud and distinct tone of voice, clear, and audible; the
j udges of elections shall check each application for ballot
against the |list of voters registered in that precinct to
whom absent ee ball ots have been issued for that election,
which shall be provided by the election authority and which
list shall be available for inspection by pollwatchers. A
voter applying to vote in the precinct on el ection day whose
name appears on the |ist as having been issued an absentee
ballot shall not be permtted to vote in the precinct unless
that voter submts to the j udges of el ecti on, for
cancel lation or revocation, his absentee ballot. In the case
that the voter's absentee ballot is not present in the
polling place, it shall be sufficient for any such voter to
submt to the judges of election in Ilieu of his absentee
ballot, either a portion of such ballot if torn or nutil ated,
an af fi davit execut ed before the judges of election
speci fying that the voter never received an absentee ballot,
or an affidavit executed before the judges of election
specifying that the voter desires to cancel or revoke any
absentee ballot that nay have been cast in the voter's nane.
Al'l applicable provisions of Articles 4, 5 or 6 shall be

conplied with and if such name is found on the register of
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voters by the officer having charge thereof, he shal

i kew se repeat said nanme, and the voter shall be allowed to
enter within the proximty of the voting booths, as above
provi ded. One of the judges shall give the voter one, and
only one of each ballot to be voted at the election, on the
back of which ballots such judge shall indorse his initials
in such manner that they may be seen when each such ballot is
properly folded, and the voter's nane shall be inmmediately

checked on the register list. One of the judges shall also

advise voters in a voice clearly audible to the other judges

of election that if a voter by accident or nistake spoils the

ballot, the voter has the legal right to receive another in

its place as provided in Section 17-11. In those election

jurisdictions where perforated ballot cards are wutilized of
the type on which wite-in votes can be cast above the
perforation, the election authority shall provide a space
bot h above and below the perforation for the judge's
initials, and the judge shall endorse his or her initials in
both spaces. Whenever a proposal for a constitutional
amendnent or for the calling of a constitutional convention
is to be voted upon at the election, the separate bl ue ball ot
or ballots pertaining thereto shall, when being handed to the
voter, be placed on top of the other ballots to be voted at
the election in such manner that the | egend appearing on the
back thereof, as prescribed in Section 16-6 of this Act,
shall be plainly visible to the voter. At all elections,
when a registry may be required, if the nanme of any person so
desiring to vote at such election is not found on the
register of voters, he or she shall not receive a ballot
until he or she shall have conplied with the law prescribing
the nmanner and conditions of voting by unregi stered voters.
| f any person desiring to vote at any election shall be
chal  enged, he or she shall not receive a ballot until he or

she shall have established his right to vote in the manner

appear personally at the polling place on election day and
produce to the judges of election satisfactory evidence

Al affidavits nmade under the provisions of this Section
shall be enclosed in a separate envel ope securely seal ed, and
shall be transmitted with the returns of the elections to the
county clerk or to the board of election conm ssioners, who
shall preserve the said affidavits for the period of 6

months, during which period such affidavits shall be deened
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public records and shall be freely open to exam nation as
such.
