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AN ACT in relation to energency nedi cal services.

Be it enacted by the People of the State of |Illinois,

represented in the General Assenbly:

Section 5. The Sexual Assault Survivors Energency
Treatment Act is anmended by changing Section 2 and adding

Section 2.2 as foll ows:

(410 ILCS 70/2) (from Ch. 111 1/2, par. 87-2)

Sec. 2. Hospitals to furnish energency service. Every
hospital required to be licensed by the Departnment of Public
Health pursuant to the Hospital Licensing Act, approved July
1, 1953, as now or hereafter anended, which provides general
medi cal and surgi cal hospital services shall provide
energency hospital service, in accordance wth rules and
regul ati ons adopted by the Departnent of Public Health, to
all alleged sexual assault survivors who apply for such
hospital enmergency services in relation to injuries or trauma
resulting fromthe sexual assault.

In addition every such hospital, regardl ess of whether or
not a request is made for reinbursenent, except hospitals
participating in community or area wde plans in conpliance
wth Section 4 of this Act, shall submt to the Departnent of
Public Health a plan to provide hospital emergency services
to all eged sexual assault survivors which shall be nmade
avai l able by such hospital. Such plan shall be submtted
wi thin 60 days of receipt of the Departnment's request for
this plan, to the Departnment of Public Health for approva
prior to such plan becom ng effective. The Departnent of
Public Health shall approve such plan for energency service
to all eged sexual assault survivors if it finds that the
i npl ementation of the proposed plan would provi de adequate

hospital enmergency service for alleged sexual assaul t
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survivors and provide sufficient protections fromthe ri sk of

pr egnancy by sexual assault survivors.

The Department of Public Health shall periodically
conduct on site reviews of such approved plans with hospital
personnel to insure that the established procedures are being
f ol | owed.

Sec. 2. 2. Ener gency contracepti on.

(a) The General Assenbly finds:

(1) Crines of sexual violence cause significant

physical, enptional, and psychological trauma to the

victins. This traunma i s conpounded by a victinls fear of

becomi ng pregnant and bearing a child as a result of the

sexual assault.

(2) Each year over 32,000 wonen becone pregnant in

the United States as the result of rape and approxi nately

50% of these pregnancies end in abortion.

(3) As approved for use by the Federal Food and

Drug Admi ni stration (FDA), energency contraception can

significantly reduce the risk of pregnancy if taken

within 72 hours after the sexual assault.

(4) By providing energency contraception to rape

victine in a tinely manner, the trauma of rape can be

significantly reduced.

(b) Wthin 120 days after the effective date of this

anendatory Act of the 92nd General Assenbly, every hospita

providing services to alleged sexual assault survivors in

accordance wth a plan approved under Section 2 nmust devel op

a protocol that ensures that each survivor of sexual assault

will receive nedically and factually accurate and witten and

or al i nformati on about ener gency contraception; t he

i ndi cati ons and counter-indications and ri sks associated with
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the use of energency contraception; and a description of how

and when victins nmay be provided energency contracepti on upon

the witten order of a physician licensed to practice
medicine in all its branches. The Departnent shall approve
the protocol if it finds that the inplenentation of the

protocol would provide sufficient protection for survivors of

an al |l eged sexual assault.

The hospital shall inplenent the protocol upon approval

by the Departnent. The Departnment shall adopt rules and

requl ati ons establishing one or nore safe harbor protocols

and setting mnimm acceptable protocol standards that

hospitals may devel op and i npl enent. The Departnent shal

approve any protocol that neets those standards. The

Departnent nay provide a sanple acceptable protocol upon

Section 99. Effective date. This Act takes effect on

January 1, 2002.
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
