Section 5. The School Code is anended by changing

Section 14-1.09.2 as foll ows:

Sec. 14-1.09.02. School Social Wrk Services. 1In the
public schools, social work services nmay be provided by
qualified specialists who hold Type 73 School Service
Personnel Certificates endorsed for school social work issued
by the State Teacher Certification Board.

School social work services may include, but are not
limted to:

(1) Identifying students in need of speci al
educati on services by conducting a social-devel opnental
study in a case study eval uation;

(2) Devel oping and i npl enenti ng conpr ehensi ve
interventions wth students, parents, and teachers that
w || enhance student adjustnent to, and performance in
t he school setting;

(3) Consulting and collaborating with teachers and
ot her school personnel regardi ng behavi or managenent and
intervention plans and inclusion in support of special
education students in regular classroomsettings;

(4) Counseling with students, parents, and teachers
in accordance with the rules and regulations governing
provision of related services, provided that parent
perm ssion nust be obtained in witing before a student
participates in a group counseling session;

(5 Acting as a liaison between the public schools
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and community resources;

(6) Devel opi ng and i npl enenti ng school - based
prevention prograns including nediation and violence
preventi on;

(7) Providing crisis intervention within the school
setting;

(8) Supervising school social work interns enrolled
in school social work prograns that neet the standards
established by the State Board of Education; and

(9) Providing parent education and counseling as
appropriate in relation to the <child's educat i onal

assessnent; and-

(10) Assisting in conpl eti ng a functi onal
behavioral assessnment, as well as assisting in the
devel opnent of positive behavi or al i ntervention

strateqies.

Not hi ng in this Section prohibits other certified
prof essionals fromproviding any of the services listed in

this Section for which they are appropriately trained in

accordance with the State Board of Education's Content Area

St andards for School Service Personnel .
