Sec. 10. Who nust be licensed. |In order to participate
in boxing contests the following persons nust each be
licensed and in good standing with the Departnent: (a)
pronmoters, (b) contestants, (c) seconds, (d) referees, (e)
judges, (f) managers, (g) matchnmakers, and (h) tinekeepers.

Announcers may participate in boxing contests wthout
bei ng i censed under this Act . | t shall be the
responsibility of the pronoter to ensure that announcers
conply with this the Act, and all rules and regul ations
pronul gated pursuant to this Act.

A licensed pronoter my not act as, and cannot be
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licensed as, a second, boxer, referee, tinekeeper, judge, or
manager. If he or she is so licensed, he or she nust
relinquish any of these licenses to the Departnent for
cancel l ation. A pronoter nmay be |licensed as a nat chmaker.

Persons involved with westling exhibitions shall supply
the Departnment wth their nanme, address, tel ephone nunber,
and social security nunber and shall neet other requirenents
as established by rule.
