Section 5. The Kaskaski a R ver \Watershed and Basin Act

i s anended by changing Section 1 as foll ows:

Sec. 1. The Departnent of Nat ur al Resour ces may
i ndependently engage in, or my neke agreenents with any
agency of the United States, any nunicipality or political
subdi vi si on of this State or any public or private
corporation, person or association for, the fornulation of
pl ans, acquisition of rights of way, and the construction,
operation and mai ntenance of any navigation, flood control,
drai nage, |evee, water supply and water storage, including
regul ation, distribution and use, and other water resource
I nprovenent s and facilities in connecti on with the
devel opnment of the Kaskaskia River watershed, including
restriction of use or withdrawal of water fromthe Kaskaskia
River below Carlyle Dam or providing for replenishnment of
wi t hdrawn wat er, provided however, the Departnent shall not
charge for the use or withdrawal of water fromthe Kaskaskia
Ri ver, except that the Departnent may recoup from water users
an anount required to pay federal operation and maintenance
charges incurred as a result of water w thdrawal from Lake

Shel byvill e and Carlyl e Lake.

The Departnent, on behalf of the State of Illinois as
| ocal sponsor for federally authorized and devel oped
Kaskaski a River basin projects, shall have jurisdiction and
supervision over any and all phases of devel opnents and

i nprovenents in such basin, including, but not Iimted to
