A person who becones entitled to nore than one survivors
i nsurance benefit because of the death of 2 or nobre persons

shall receive only the |largest of the benefits; except that

this limtation does not apply to a survivors insurance

beneficiary who is entitled to a survivor's annuity by reason

of a nental or physical disability.

A survivors i nsurance beneficiary or the personal
