a guide or |eader dog, neither the bttnd;-heart ng-t apatred- orF

physt eal t y- handi eapped person nor the dog shall be denied the
right of entry and use of facilities of any public place of
accommodation as defined in Section 5-101 of the "Illinois
Human Rights Act", if such dog is wearing a harness and such
person presents credentials for inspection issued by a school
for training guide dogs.

Any violation of this Act is a Cass C m sdeneanor.

Sec. 3. The blind, the visually handi capped, the hearing
i npai red and the otherw se physically disabled have the sane
right as the able-bodied to the full and free use of the
streets, highways, sidewal ks, walkways, public buildings,
public facilities and other public places.

The blind, the visually handi capped, the hearing inpaired
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and the otherwi se physically disabled are entitled to ful
and equal accommodat i ons, advant ages, facilities and
privileges of all conmmon carriers, airplanes, notor vehicles,
railroad trains, notor buses, street cars, boats or any other
public conveyances or nodes of transportation, hotels,
| odgi ng pl aces, places of public accommobdati on, anusenent or
resort and other places to which the general public is
invited, subject only to the conditions and Ilimtations
established by | aw and applicable alike to all persons.

Every totally or partially blind, hearing inpaired or

ot herwi se physically disabled person or a trainer of support

dogs, guide dogs, or hearing dogs shall have the right to be

acconpani ed by a support dog, guide dog, or hearing dog

especially trained for the purpose, or a dog that is at |east

6 nonths old that is being trained to be a support dog, quide

dog, or hearing dog in any of the places listed in this

Section without being required to pay an extra charge for the
gui de, support or hearing dog; provided that he shall be
liable for any danmage done to the prem ses or facilities by
such dog.
